It is the intent of the Parties that this Agreement 
act as a master agreement governing all subsequent purchases by Agency for the same Axon products and services 
in the Quote, and all such subsequent quotes accepted by Agency shall be also incorporated into this Agreement 
by reference as a Quote.

“Axon Device” means all hardware provided by Axon under this Agreement.  
 
“Quote” means an offer to sell and is only valid for devices and services on the quote at the specified prices. 
Any terms within Agency’s purchase order in response to a Quote will be void. Orders are subject to prior 
credit approval. Changes in the deployment estimated ship date may change charges in the Quote. 
Shipping dates are estimates only. Axon is not responsible for typographical errors in any offer by Axon, 
and Axon reserves the right to cancel any orders resulting from such errors.  
 
“Services” means all services provided by Axon under this Agreement, including software, Axon Cloud 
Services, and professional services. 
 

2 Term. This Agreement begins on the Effective Date and continues until all subscriptions hereunder have 
expired or have been terminated (“Term”).  
 
All subscriptions including Axon Evidence, Axon Fleet, Officer Safety Plans, Technology Assurance Plans, 
and TASER 7 plans begin after shipment of the applicable Axon Device. If Axon ships the Axon Device in 
the first half of the month, the start date is the 1st of the following month. If Axon ships the Axon Device in 
the second half of the month, the start date is the 15th of the following month. For purchases solely of Axon 
Evidence subscriptions, the start date is the Effective Date. Each subscription term ends upon completion 
of the subscription stated in the Quote (“Subscription Term”).  
 
Upon completion of the Subscription Term, the Subscription Term will automatically renew for an additional 
5 years (“Renewal Term”). For purchase of TASER 7 as a standalone, Axon may increase pricing to its 
then-current list pricing for any Renewal Term. For all other purchases, Axon may increase pricing on all 
line items in the Quote up to 3% at the beginning of each year of the Renewal Term. New devices and 
services may require additional terms. Axon will not authorize services until Axon receives a signed Quote 
or accepts a purchase order, whichever is first. 
 

3 Payment. Axon invoices upon shipment. Payment is due net 30 days from the invoice date. Payment 
obligations are non-cancelable. Agency will pay invoices without setoff, deduction, or withholding. If Axon 
sends a past due account to collections, Agency is responsible for collection and attorneys’ fees. 
 

4 Taxes. Agency is responsible for sales and other taxes associated with the order unless Agency provides 
Axon a valid tax exemption certificate.    
 

5 Shipping. Axon may make partial shipments and ship Axon Devices from multiple locations. All shipments 
are FOB shipping point via common carrier. Title and risk of loss pass to Agency upon Axon’s delivery to 
the common carrier. Agency is responsible for any shipping charges in the Quote.  
 

6 Returns. All sales are final. Axon does not allow refunds or exchanges, except warranty returns or as 
provided by state or federal law.  
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7 Warranty. 
7.1 Hardware Limited Warranty. Axon warrants that Axon-manufactured Devices are free from 

defects in workmanship and materials for 1 year from the date of Agency’s receipt, except Signal 
Sidearm, which Axon warrants for 30 months from the date of Agency’s receipt. Axon warrants its 
Axon-manufactured accessories for 90-days from the date of Agency’s receipt. Used conducted 
energy weapon (“CEW”) cartridges are deemed to have operated properly. Extended warranties 
run from the expiration of the 1-year hardware warranty through the extended warranty term. Non-
Axon manufactured Devices are not covered by Axon’s warranty. Agency should contact the 
manufacturer for support of non-Axon manufactured Devices.  
 

7.2 Claims. If Axon receives a valid warranty claim for an Axon manufactured Device during the 
warranty term, Axon’s sole responsibility is to repair or replace the Device with the same or like 
Device, at Axon’s option. A replacement Axon Device will be new or like new. Axon will warrant the 
replacement Axon Device for the longer of (a) the remaining warranty of the original Axon Device 
or (b) 90-days from the date of repair or replacement.  

 
If Agency exchanges a device or part, the replacement item becomes Agency’s property, and the 
replaced item becomes Axon’s property. Before delivering a Axon Device for service, Agency must 
upload Axon Device data to Axon Evidence or download it and retain a copy. Axon is not 
responsible for any loss of software, data, or other information contained in storage media or any 
part of the Axon Device sent to Axon for service.   
 

7.3 Spare Axon Devices. For qualified purchases, Axon may provide Agency a predetermined number 
of spare Axon Devices as detailed in the Quote (“Spare Axon Devices”). Spare Axon Devices are 
intended to replace broken or non-functioning units while Agency submits the broken or non-
functioning units, through Axon’s warranty return process. Axon will repair or replace the unit with 
a replacement Axon Device. Title and risk of loss for all Spare Axon Devices shall pass to Agency 
in accordance with shipping terms under Section 5. Axon assumes no liability or obligation in the 
event Agency does not utilize Spare Axon Devices for the intended purpose. 
 

7.4 Limitations. Axon’s warranty excludes damage related to: (a) failure to follow Axon Device use 
instructions; (b) Axon Devices used with equipment not manufactured or recommended by Axon; 
(c) abuse, misuse, or intentional damage to Axon Device; (d) force majeure; (e) Axon Devices 
repaired or modified by persons other than Axon without Axon’s written permission; or (f) Axon 
Devices with a defaced or removed serial number. 
7.4.1 To the extent permitted by law, the above warranties and remedies are exclusive. 

Axon disclaims all other warranties, remedies, and conditions, whether oral, written, 
statutory, or implied. If statutory or implied warranties cannot be lawfully disclaimed, 
then such warranties are limited to the duration of the warranty described above and 
by the provisions in this Agreement.  

7.4.2 Axon’s cumulative liability to any Party for any loss or damage resulting from any 
claim, demand, or action arising out of or relating to any Axon Device or Service will 
not exceed the purchase price paid to Axon for the Axon Device, or if for Services, 
the amount paid for such Services over the 12 months preceding the claim. Neither 
Party will be liable for direct, special, indirect, incidental, punitive or consequential 
damages, however caused, whether for breach of warranty or contract, negligence, 
strict liability, tort or any other legal theory. 

 
8 Statement of Work. Certain Axon Devices and Services, including Axon Interview Room, Axon Channel 

Services, and Axon Fleet, may require a Statement of Work that details Axon’s Service deliverables 
(“SOW”). In the event Axon provides an SOW to Agency, Axon is only responsible to perform Services 
described in the SOW. Additional services are out of scope. The Parties must document scope changes in 
a written and signed change order. Changes may require an equitable adjustment in fees or schedule. The 
SOW is incorporated into this Agreement by reference. 
 

9 Axon Device Warnings. See www.axon.com/legal for the most current Axon Device warnings.

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10 Design Changes. Axon may make design changes to any Axon Device or Service without notifying Agency 
or making the same change to Axon Devices and Services previously purchased by Agency.  
 

11 Bundled Offerings. Some offerings in bundled offerings may not be generally available at the time of 
Agency’s purchase. Axon will not provide a refund, credit, or additional discount beyond what is in the 
Quote due to a delay of availability or Agency’s election not to utilize any portion of an Axon bundle. 

 
12 Insurance. Axon will maintain General Liability, Workers’ Compensation, and Automobile Liability 

insurance. Upon request, Axon will supply certificates of insurance. 
 
13 Indemnification. Axon will indemnify Agency’s officers, directors, and employees (“Agency Indemnitees”) 

against all claims, demands, losses, and reasonable expenses arising out of a third-party claim against an 
Agency Indemnitee resulting from any negligent act, error or omission, or willful misconduct by Axon under 
this Agreement, except to the extent of Agency’s negligence or willful misconduct, or claims under workers 
compensation. 

 
14 IP Rights. Axon owns and reserves all right, title, and interest in Axon devices and services and suggestions 

to Axon, including all related intellectual property rights. Agency will not cause any Axon proprietary rights 
to be violated. 

 
15 IP Indemnification. Axon will indemnify Agency Indemnitees against all claims, losses, and reasonable 

expenses from any third-party claim alleging that the use of Axon Devices or Services infringes or 
misappropriates the third-party’s intellectual property rights. Agency must promptly provide Axon with 
written notice of such claim, tender to Axon the defense or settlement of such claim at Axon’s expense and 
cooperate fully with Axon in the defense or settlement of such claim. Axon’s IP indemnification obligations 
do not apply to claims based on (a) modification of Axon Devices or Services by Agency or a third-party not 
approved by Axon; (b) use of Axon Devices and Services in combination with hardware or services not 
approved by Axon; (c) use of Axon Devices and Services other than as permitted in this Agreement; or (d) 
use of Axon software that is not the most current release provided by Axon.   
 

16 Agency Responsibilities. Agency is responsible for (a) Agency’s use of Axon Devices; (b) breach of this 
Agreement or violation of applicable law by Agency or an Agency end user; and (c) a dispute between 
Agency and a third-party over Agency’s use of Axon Devices.  
 

17 Termination. 
17.1 For Breach. A Party may terminate this Agreement for cause if it provides 30 days written notice 

of the breach to the other Party, and the breach remains uncured at the end of 30 days. If Agency 
terminates this Agreement due to Axon’s uncured breach, Axon will refund prepaid amounts on a 
prorated basis based on the effective date of termination.  

 
17.2 By Agency. If sufficient funds are not appropriated or otherwise legally available to pay the fees, 

Agency may terminate this Agreement. Agency will deliver notice of termination under this section 
as soon as reasonably practicable. 

 
17.3 Effect of Termination. Upon termination of this Agreement, Agency rights immediately terminate. 

Agency remains responsible for all fees incurred before the effective date of termination. If Agency 
purchases Axon Devices for less than the manufacturer’s suggested retail price (“MSRP”) and this 
Agreement terminates before the end of the Term, Axon will invoice Agency the difference between 
the MSRP for Axon Devices received, including any Spare Axon Devices, and amounts paid 
towards those Axon Devices. Only if terminating for non-appropriation, Agency may return Axon 
Devices to Axon within 30 days of termination. MSRP is the standalone price of the individual Axon 
Device at the time of sale. For bundled Axon Devices, MSRP is the standalone price of all individual 
components. 

 
18 Confidentiality. “Confidential Information” means nonpublic information designated as confidential or, 

given the nature of the information or circumstances surrounding disclosure, should reasonably be

understood to be confidential. Each Party will take reasonable measures to avoid disclosure, dissemination, 
or unauthorized use of the other Party’s Confidential Information. Unless required by law, neither Party will 
disclose the other Party’s Confidential Information during the Term and for 5-years thereafter. Axon pricing 
is Confidential Information and competition sensitive. If Agency is required by law to disclose Axon pricing, 
to the extent allowed by law, Agency will provide notice to Axon before disclosure. Axon may publicly 
announce information related to this Agreement.  

 
19 General.  

19.1 Force Majeure. Neither Party will be liable for any delay or failure to perform due to a cause beyond 
a Party’s reasonable control. 

 
19.2 Independent Contractors. The Parties are independent contractors. Neither Party has the 

authority to bind the other. This Agreement does not create a partnership, franchise, joint venture, 
agency, fiduciary, or employment relationship between the Parties. 
 

19.3 Third-Party Beneficiaries. There are no third-party beneficiaries under this Agreement. 
 

19.4 Non-Discrimination. Neither Party nor its employees will discriminate against any person based 
on race; religion; creed; color; sex; gender identity and expression; pregnancy; childbirth; 
breastfeeding; medical conditions related to pregnancy, childbirth, or breastfeeding; sexual 
orientation; marital status; age; national origin; ancestry; genetic information; disability; veteran 
status; or any class protected by local, state, or federal law. 
 

19.5 Export Compliance. Each Party will comply with all import and export control laws and regulations.  
 

19.6 Assignment. Neither Party may assign this Agreement without the other Party’s prior written 
consent. Axon may assign this Agreement, its rights, or obligations without consent: (a) to an 
affiliate or subsidiary; or (b) for purposes of financing, merger, acquisition, corporate reorganization, 
or sale of all or substantially all its assets. This Agreement is binding upon the Parties respective 
successors and assigns. 
 

19.7 Waiver. No waiver or delay by either Party in exercising any right under this Agreement constitutes 
a waiver of that right.  

 
19.8 Severability. If a court of competent jurisdiction holds any portion of this Agreement invalid or

1 Definitions. 
“Agency Content” is data uploaded into, ingested by, or created in Axon Cloud Services within 
Agency’s tenant, including media or multimedia uploaded into Axon Cloud Services by Agency. 
Agency Content includes Evidence but excludes Non-Content Data.  
 
“Evidence” is media or multimedia uploaded into Axon Evidence as 'evidence' by an Agency. 
Evidence is a subset of Agency Content. 

 
“Non-Content Data” is data, configuration, and usage information about Agency’s Axon Cloud 
Services tenant, Axon Devices and client software, and users that is transmitted or generated when 
using Axon Devices. Non-Content Data includes data about users captured during account 
management and customer support activities. Non-Content Data does not include Agency Content. 
 
“Personal Data” means any information relating to an identified or identifiable natural person. An 
identifiable natural person is one who can be identified, directly or indirectly, in particular by 
reference to an identifier such as a name, an identification number, location data, an online identifier 
or to one or more factors specific to the physical, physiological, genetic, mental, economic, cultural 
or social identity of that natural person. 
 

2 Access. Upon Axon granting Agency a subscription to Axon Cloud Services, Agency may access 
and use Axon Cloud Services to store and manage Agency Content. Agency may not exceed more 
end users than the Quote specifies. Axon Air requires an Axon Evidence subscription for each 
drone operator. For Axon Evidence Lite, Agency may access and use Axon Evidence only to store 
and manage TASER CEW and TASER CAM data (“TASER Data”). Agency may not upload non-
TASER Data to Axon Evidence Lite.  

 
3 Agency Owns Agency Content. Agency controls and owns all right, title, and interest in Agency 

Content. Except as outlined herein, Axon obtains no interest in Agency Content, and Agency 
Content is not Axon’s business records. Agency is solely responsible for uploading, sharing, 
managing, and deleting Agency Content. Axon will only have access to Agency Content for the 
limited purposes set forth herein. Agency agrees to allow Axon access to Agency Content to (a) 
perform troubleshooting, maintenance, or diagnostic screenings; and (b) enforce this Agreement 
or policies governing use of the Axon products. 

 
4 Security. Axon will implement commercially reasonable and appropriate measures to secure 

Agency Content against accidental or unlawful loss, access or disclosure. Axon will maintain a 
comprehensive information security program to protect Axon Cloud Services and Agency Content 
including logical, physical access, vulnerability, risk, and configuration management; incident 
monitoring and response; encryption of uploaded digital evidence; security education; and data 
protection. Axon agrees to the Federal Bureau of Investigation Criminal Justice Information 
Services Security Addendum. 

 
5 Agency Responsibilities. Agency is responsible for (a) ensuring Agency owns Agency Content; 

(b) ensuring no Agency Content or Agency end user’s use of Agency Content or Axon Cloud 
Services violates this Agreement or applicable laws; and (c) maintaining necessary computer 
equipment and Internet connections for use of Axon Cloud Services. If Agency becomes aware of 
any violation of this Agreement by an end user, Agency will immediately terminate that end user’s 
access to Axon Cloud Services. 

 
Agency will also maintain the security of end user names and passwords and security and access 
by end users to Agency Content. Agency is responsible for ensuring the configuration and utilization 
of Axon Cloud Services meet applicable Agency regulation and standards. Agency may not sell, 
transfer, or sublicense access to any other entity or person. Agency shall contact Axon immediately 
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if an unauthorized party may be using Agency’s account or Agency Content, or if account 
information is lost or stolen.

Agency’s use of Axon Cloud Services is subject to the Axon Cloud Services Privacy 
Policy, a current version of which is available at https://www.axon.com/legal/cloud-services-
privacy-policy. Agency agrees to allow Axon access to Non-Content Data from Agency to (a) 
perform troubleshooting, maintenance, or diagnostic screenings; (b) provide, develop, improve, 
and support current and future Axon products and related services; and (c) enforce this Agreement 
or policies governing the use of Axon products. 

 
7 Axon Body 3 Wi-Fi Positioning. Axon Body 3 cameras offer a feature to enhance location 

services where GPS/GNSS signals may not be available, for instance, within buildings or 
underground. Agency administrators can manage their choice to use this service within the 
administrative features of Axon Cloud Services. If Agency chooses to use this service, Axon must 
also enable the usage of the feature for Agency’s Axon Cloud Services tenant. Agency will not see 
this option with Axon Cloud Services unless Axon has enabled Wi-Fi Positioning for Agency’s Axon 
Cloud Services tenant. When Wi-Fi Positioning is enabled by both Axon and Agency, Non-Content 
and Personal Data will be sent to Skyhook Holdings, Inc. (“Skyhook”) to facilitate the Wi-Fi 
Positioning functionality. Data controlled by Skyhook is outside the scope of the Axon Cloud 
Services Privacy Policy and is subject to the Skyhook Services Privacy Policy. 

 
8 Storage. For Axon Unlimited Device Storage subscriptions, Agency may store unlimited data in 

Agency's Axon Evidence account only if data originates from Axon Capture or the applicable Axon 
Device.  Axon may charge Agency additional fees for exceeding purchased storage amounts. Axon 
may place Agency Content that Agency has not viewed or accessed for 6 months into archival 
storage. Agency Content in archival storage will not have immediate availability and may take up 
to 24 hours to access. 
 

9 Location of Storage. Axon may transfer Agency Content to third-party subcontractors for storage. 
Axon will determine the locations of data centers for storage of Agency Content. For United States 
agencies, Axon will ensure all Agency Content stored in Axon Cloud Services remains within the 
United States. Ownership of Agency Content remains with Agency.  

 
10 Suspension. Axon may temporarily suspend Agency’s or any end user’s right to access or use 

any portion or all of Axon Cloud Services immediately upon notice, if Agency or end user’s use of 
or registration for Axon Cloud Services may (a) pose a security risk to Axon Cloud Services or any 
third-party; (b) adversely impact Axon Cloud Services , the systems, or content of any other 
customer; (c) subject Axon, Axon’s affiliates, or any third-party to liability; or (d) be fraudulent. 

 
Agency remains responsible for all fees incurred through suspension. Axon will not delete Agency 
Content because of suspension, except as specified in this Agreement. 
 

11 Axon Cloud Services Warranty. Axon disclaims any warranties or responsibility for data 
corruption or errors before Agency uploads data to Axon Cloud Services. 
 

12 Axon Records. Axon Records is the software-as-a-service product that is generally available at 
the time Agency purchases an OSP 7 bundle. During Agency’s Axon Records Subscription Term, 
Agency will be entitled to receive Axon’s Update and Upgrade releases on an if-and-when available 
basis.  

 
The Axon Records Subscription Term will end upon the competition of the Axon Records

An “Update” is a generally available release of Axon Records that Axon makes available from time 
to time. An “Upgrade” includes (i) new versions of Axon Records that enhance features and 
functionality, as solely determined by Axon; and/or (ii) new versions of Axon Records that provide 
additional features or perform additional functions. Upgrades exclude new products that Axon 
introduces and markets as distinct products or applications. 
 
New or additional Axon products and applications, as well as any Axon professional services 
needed to configure Axon Records, are not included. If Agency purchases Axon Records as part 
of a bundled offering, the Axon Record subscription begins on the later of the (1) start date of that 
bundled offering, or (2) date Axon provisions Axon Records to Agency. 

 
13 Axon Cloud Services Restrictions. Agency and Agency end users (including employees, 

contractors, agents, officers, volunteers, and directors), may not, or may not attempt to:  
13.1 copy, modify, tamper with, repair, or create derivative works of any part of Axon Cloud 

Services;  
13.2 reverse engineer, disassemble, or decompile Axon Cloud Services or apply any process 

to derive any source code included in Axon Cloud Services, or allow others to do the same;  
13.3 access or use Axon Cloud Services with the intent to gain unauthorized access, avoid 

incurring fees or exceeding usage limits or quotas; 
13.4 use trade secret information contained in Axon Cloud Services, except as expressly 

permitted in this Agreement;  
13.5 access Axon Cloud Services to build a competitive device or service or copy any features, 

functions, or graphics of Axon Cloud Services;

1 Axon Customer Experience Improvement Program (ACEIP). The ACEIP is designed to 
accelerate Axon’s development of technology, such as building and supporting automated features, 
to ultimately increase safety within communities and drive efficiency in public safety. To this end, 
subject to the limitations on Axon as described below, Axon, where allowed by law, may make 
limited use of Agency Content from all of its customers,  to provide, develop, improve, and support 
current and future Axon products (collectively, “ACEIP Purposes”). However, at all times, Axon 
will comply with its obligations pursuant to the Axon Cloud Services Terms of Use Appendix to 
maintain a comprehensive data security program (including compliance with the CJIS Security 
Policy for Criminal Justice Information), privacy program, and data governance policy, including 
high industry standards of de-identifying Personal Data, to enforce its security and privacy 
obligations for the ACEIP. ACEIP has 2 tiers of participation, Tier 1 and Tier 2. By default, Agency 
will be a participant in ACEIP Tier 1. If Agency does not want to participate in ACEIP Tier 1, Agency 
can revoke its consent at any time. If Agency wants to participate in Tier 2, as detailed below, 
Agency can check the ACEIP Tier 2 box below. If Agency does not want to participate in ACEIP

In addition, if Axon uses 
Agency Content for the ACEIP Purposes, upon request, Axon will make 
available to Agency a list of the specific type of Agency Content being used to

1.2 ACEIP Tier 2. In addition to ACEIP Tier 1, if Agency wants to help further improve Axon’s 
services, Agency may choose to participate in Tier 2 of the ACEIP. ACEIP Tier 2, grants 
Axon certain additional rights to use Agency Content, in addition to those set forth in Tier 
1 above, without the guaranteed deployment of a Privacy Preserving Technique to enable 
product development, improvement, and support that cannot be accomplished with 
aggregated, transformed or de-identified data.

5 TAP Dock Upgrade. If Agency has no outstanding payment obligations and purchased TAP, Axon 
will provide Agency a new Axon Dock as scheduled in the Quote (“Dock Upgrade”). Accessories 
associated with any Dock Upgrades are subject to change at Axon discretion. Dock Upgrades will 
only include a new Axon Dock bay configuration unless a new Axon Dock core is required for BWC 
compatibility. If Agency originally purchased a single-bay Axon Dock, the Dock Upgrade will be a 
single-bay Axon Dock model that is the same or like Axon Device, at Axon’s option. If Agency 
originally purchased a multi-bay Axon Dock, the Dock Upgrade will be a multi-bay Axon Dock that 
is the same or like Axon Device, at Axon’s option.

issuance, or the voucher will be void. Axon will issue Agency a voucher annually beginning on the 
start of the TASER Subscription Term. The voucher has no cash value. Agency cannot exchange 
it for another device or service. Unless stated in the Quote, the voucher does not include travel 
expenses and will be Agency’s responsibility. If the Quote includes Axon Online Training or Virtual 
Reality Content Empathy Development for Autism/Schizophrenia (collectively, “Training 
Content”), Agency may access Training Content. Axon will deliver all Training Content 
electronically.  

 
3 Extended Warranty. If the Quote includes an extended warranty, the extended warranty coverage

of WOS; or (h) remove, alter or obscure any confidentiality or proprietary rights notices 
(including copyright and trademark notices) of Axon or Axon’s licensors on or within WOS.  
 

4.3 Updates. If Agency purchases WOS maintenance, Axon will make updates and error 
corrections to WOS (“WOS Updates”) available electronically via the Internet or media as 
determined by Axon. Agency is responsible for establishing and maintaining adequate 
Internet access to receive WOS Updates and maintaining computer equipment necessary 
for use of WOS. The Quote will detail the maintenance term. 
 

4.4 WOS Support. Upon request by Axon, Agency will provide Axon with access to Agency’s 
store and forward servers solely for troubleshooting and maintenance.  
 

5 Axon Vehicle Software. 
5.1 License Grant. Axon grants Agency a non-exclusive, royalty-free, worldwide, perpetual 

license to use ViewXL or Dashboard (collectively, “Axon Vehicle Software”.) “Use” means 
storing, loading, installing, or executing Axon Vehicle Software solely for data 
communication with Axon Devices. The Axon Vehicle Software term begins upon the start 
of the Axon Evidence Subscription. 
 

5.2 Restrictions. Agency may not: (a) modify, alter, tamper with, repair, or create derivative 
works of Axon Vehicle Software; (b) reverse engineer, disassemble, or decompile Axon 
Vehicle Software, apply any process to derive the source code of Axon Vehicle Software, 
or allow others to do so; (c) access or use Axon Vehicle Software to avoid incurring fees 
or exceeding usage limits; (d) copy Axon Vehicle Software in whole or part; (e) use trade 
secret information contained in Axon Vehicle Software; (f) resell, rent, loan or sublicense 
Axon Vehicle Software; (g) access Axon Vehicle Software to build a competitive device or 
service or copy any features, functions or graphics of Axon Vehicle Software; or (h) 
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remove, alter or obscure any confidentiality or proprietary rights notices (including copyright 
and trademark notices) of Axon or Axon’s licensors on or within Axon Vehicle Software.  
 

6 Axon Fleet Upgrade. If Agency has no outstanding payment obligations and has purchased the 
“Fleet Technology Assurance Plan” (Fleet TAP), Axon will provide Agency with the same or like 
model of Fleet hardware (“Fleet Upgrade”) as schedule on the Quote. 
 
If Agency would like to change models for the Axon Fleet Upgrade, Agency must pay the difference 
between the MSRP for the offered Axon Fleet Upgrade and the MSRP for the model desired. The 
MSRP is the MSRP in effect at the time of the upgrade. Agency is responsible for the removal of 
previously installed hardware and installation of the Axon Fleet Upgrade. 
 
Within 30 days of receiving the Axon Fleet Upgrade, Agency must return the original Axon Devices 
to Axon or destroy the Axon Devices and provide a certificate of destruction to Axon, including 
serial numbers of the destroyed Axon Devices. If Agency does not destroy or return the Axon 
Devices to Axon, Axon will deactivate the serial numbers for the Axon Devices received by Agency. 

 
7 Privacy. Axon will not disclose Agency Content or any information about Agency except as 

compelled by a court or administrative body or required by any law or regulation. Axon will give 
notice if any disclosure request is received for Agency Content, so Agency may file an objection 
with the court or administrative body.  
 

8 Axon Fleet Termination. Axon may terminate Agency’s Fleet subscription for non-payment. Upon 
any termination: 
8.1 Axon Fleet subscription coverage terminates, and no refunds will be given. 
8.2 Axon will not and has no obligation to provide the Axon Fleet Upgrade. 
8.3 Agency will be responsible for payment of any missed payments due to the termination 

before being allowed to purchase any future Fleet TAP. 
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Axon Respond Appendix 
 
This Axon Respond Appendix applies to both Axon Respond and Axon Respond Plus.  

 
1 Axon Respond Subscription Term. If Agency purchases Axon Respond as part of a bundled 

offering, the Axon Respond subscription begins on the later of the (1) start date of that bundled 
offering, or (2) date Axon provisions Axon Respond to Agency.  
 
If Agency purchases Axon Respond as a standalone, the Axon Respond subscription begins the 
later of the (1) date Axon provisions Axon Respond to Agency, or (2) first day of the month following 
the Effective Date.  
 
The Axon Respond subscription term will end upon the completion of the Axon Evidence 
Subscription associated with Axon Respond. 

 
2 Scope of Axon Respond. The scope of Axon Respond is to assist Agency with real-time 

situational awareness during critical incidents to improve officer safety, effectiveness, and 
awareness. In the event Agency uses Axon Respond outside this scope, Axon may initiate good-
faith discussions with Agency on upgrading Agency’s Axon Respond to better meet Agency’s 
needs. 
 

3 Axon Body 3 LTE Requirements. Axon Respond is only available and usable with an LTE 
enabled body-worn camera. Axon is not liable if Agency utilizes the LTE device outside of the 
coverage area or if the LTE carrier is unavailable. LTE coverage is only available in the United 
States, including any U.S. territories. Axon may utilize a carrier of Axon’s choice to provide LTE 
service. Axon may change LTE carriers during the Term without Agency’s consent. 
 

4 Axon Fleet 3 LTE Requirements. Axon Respond is only available and usable with a Fleet 3 
system configured with LTE modem and service.  Agency is responsible for providing LTE service 
for the modem.  Coverage and availability of LTE service is subject to Agency’s LTE carrier. 
 

5 Axon Respond Service Limitations. Agency acknowledges that LTE service is made available 
only within the operating range of the networks. Service may be temporarily refused, interrupted, 
or limited because of: (a) facilities limitations; (b) transmission limitations caused by atmospheric, 
terrain, other natural or artificial conditions adversely affecting transmission, weak batteries, system 
overcapacity, movement outside a service area or gaps in coverage in a service area and other 
causes reasonably outside of the carrier’s control such as intentional or negligent acts of third 
parties that damage or impair the network or disrupt service; or (c) equipment modifications, 
upgrades, relocations, repairs, and other similar activities necessary for the proper or improved 
operation of service. 

 
With regard to Axon Body 3, Partner networks are made available as-is and the carrier makes no 
warranties or representations as to the availability or quality of roaming service provided by carrier 
partners, and the carrier will not be liable in any capacity for any errors, outages, or failures of 
carrier partner networks. Agency expressly understands and agrees that it has no contractual 
relationship whatsoever with the underlying wireless service provider or its affiliates or contractors 
and Agency is not a third-party beneficiary of any agreement between Axon and the underlying 
carrier.  

 
6 Termination. Upon termination of this Agreement, or if Agency stops paying for Axon Respond or 

bundles that include Axon Respond, Axon will end Aware services, including any Axon-provided 
LTE service. 
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Add-on Services Appendix 
 
This Appendix applies to Axon Citizen for Communities, Axon Redaction Assistant, and Axon 
Performance. 

 
1 Subscription Term. If Agency purchases Axon Citizen for Communities, Axon Redaction 

Assistant, or Axon Performance as part of OSP 7, the subscription begins on the later of the (1) 
start date of the OSP 7 Term, or (2) date Axon provisions Axon Citizen for Communities, Axon 
Redaction Assistant, or Axon Performance to Agency.  
 
If Agency purchases Axon Citizen for Communities, Axon Redaction Assistant, or Axon 
Performance as a standalone, the subscription begins the later of the (1) date Axon provisions 
Axon Citizen for Communities, Axon Redaction Assistant, or Axon Performance to Agency, or (2) 
first day of the month following the Effective Date.

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AGREEMENT BETWEEN CITY AND CONSULTANT 

THIS AGREEMENT, is made between the City of Kennewick, PO Box 6108, 210 W. 6th 
Ave., Kennewick, Washington, (hereinafter referred to as the "City"), and JUB Engineers, Inc, 3611 
S. Zintel Way, Kennewick, WA 99337 (hereinafter referred to as the "Consultant"). 

WITNESSETH: 

1) SCOPE OF WORK AND AGREEMENT CONTENTS
a) The Consultant shall furnish all services, labor and related equipment necessary to conduct 

and complete the work as designated in this Agreement. The Consultant shall provide 
engineering services for the Waste Water Treatment Plant (WWTP) Non-Potable Water 
System project.

b) This Agreement consists of this Agreement, and other documents listed below issued prior
to the execution of this agreement and all modifications and change orders issued
subsequent thereto.  These form the entire agreement and all are as fully a part of the
Agreement as if attached to this Agreement or repeated herein.  In the event of a conflict
between documents the order of precedence will be the order listed below.  An
enumeration of the Agreement documents is set forth below:

(i) This Agreement No. P2113 between the City and Consultant. 
(ii) Exhibit A: Scope of Work 

2) GENERAL REQUIREMENTS
a) The Consultant shall attend status, progress, and coordination meetings with the

designated City of Kennewick representatives, or such federal, community, state, city or
county officials, groups or individuals as may be requested by the City.  If additional
meetings are requested, the City will provide the Consultant sufficient notice prior to those
meetings requiring Consultant participation.

b) The Consultant shall prepare a monthly progress report if requested, in a form approved by
the City, that will outline in written and/or graphical form the various phases and the order of
performance of the work in sufficient details so that the progress of the work can easily be
evaluated.
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3) TIME FOR BEGINNING AND COMPLETION 

The Consultant shall not begin any work under the terms of this Agreement until authorized 
in writing by the City. Consultant agrees to use best efforts to complete all work described 
under this Agreement by December 31, 2022 . 

 
4) PAYMENT 

a) The City shall pay the Consultant an amount not to exceed One Hundred Fifty-Nine 
Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($159,500) to complete the services rendered under this 
Agreement.  Payment shall be made on a “time and materials” basis.  Payment as 
identified in this section shall be full compensation for all work performed or services 
rendered, and for all labor, materials, supplies, equipment, and incidentals necessary to 
complete the work specified in the Scope of Work (Exhibit A). 

 
b) Invoices not in dispute by the City will be paid within thirty (30) days and shall reference the 

contract number and/or purchase order applicable to the work. The invoice shall provide 
sufficient detail on the work being billed and include detailed receipts for any invoices 
 

c) Partial payments to cover the percentage of work completed may be requested by the 
Consultant. These payments shall not be more than one (1) per month. 
 

d) Pre-approved travel, meals and lodging will be reimbursed at cost and only when 
consultant travels at least 150 miles per one way trip. Reimbursable expenses are limited to 
the following: coach airfare, ground transportation (taxi, shuttle, car rental), hotel 
accommodations at the government rate, personal or company vehicle use at the then-
current federal mileage rate, and meals at the current federal per-diem meal allowance. 

 
e) Reimbursement for extra services/reimbursable expenses are not authorized under this 

Agreement unless detailed in the Scope of Work or agreed upon in writing as a modification 
to this Agreement. 
 

f) The Consultant will allow access to the City, the State of Washington, the Federal Grantor 
Agency, the Comptroller General of the United States, or any of their duly authorized 
representatives to any books, documents, papers, and records which are directly pertinent 
to the specific contract for the purpose of making audit, examination, excerpts, and 
transcriptions.  Unless otherwise provided, said records must be retained for three years 
from the date of receipt of final payment.  If any litigation, claim, or audit arising out of, in 
connection with, or relating to this contract is initiated before the expiration of the three-year 
period, the records shall be retained until such litigation, claim, or audit involving the 
records is completed. 
 

5) INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR 
a) The Consultant, and any and all employees of the Consultant or other persons engaged in 

the performance of any work or services required of the Consultant under this Agreement, 
are independent contractors and shall not be considered employees of the City.  Any and 
all claims that arise at any time under any Workers’ Compensation Act on behalf of said 
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employees or other persons while so engaged, and any and all claims made by a third 
party as a consequence of any negligent act or omission on the part of the Consultant’s 
employees or other persons engaged in any of the work or services required to be provided 
herein, shall be the sole obligation and responsibility of the Consultant. 

 
6) OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS 

a) All designs, drawings, specifications, documents, reports and other work products prepared 
pursuant to this Agreement, shall become the property of the City upon payment to the 
Consultant of the fees set forth in this Agreement.  The City acknowledges the Consultant’s 
plans and specifications, including all documents on electronic media, as instruments of 
professional services. The plans and specifications prepared under this Agreement shall 
become the property of the City upon completion of the services and payment in full of all 
payment due to the Consultant.  The City may make or permit to be made any 
modifications to the plans and specifications without the prior written authorization of the 
Consultant. The City agrees to waive any claim against the Consultant arising from any 
unauthorized reuse of the plans and specifications, and to indemnify and hold the 
Consultant harmless from any claim, liability or cost arising or allegedly arising out of any 
reuse of the plans and specifications by the City or its agent not authorized by the 
Consultant. 

 
7) TERMINATION 

a) This Agreement may be terminated by either party upon thirty (30) days’ written notice, 
provided that neither party will terminate for cause without providing the other party written 
notice of the breach and a period of ten (10) days to cure. In the event this contract is 
terminated by the Consultant without cause, the City shall be entitled to reimbursement of 
costs occasioned by such termination by the Consultant. In the event the City terminates 
this Agreement, the City shall pay the Consultant for the work performed, which shall be an 
amount equal to the percentage of completion of the work as mutually agreed between the 
City and the Consultant. 
 

b) If any work covered by this Agreement shall be suspended or abandoned by the City before 
the Consultant has completed the assigned work, the Consultant shall be paid an amount 
equal to the costs incurred up to the date of termination or suspension as mutually agreed 
upon between the City and the Consultant. 

 
8) DISPUTE RESOLUTION 

a) The City and the Consultant agree to negotiate in good faith for a period of thirty (30) days 
from the date of notice of all disputes between them prior to exercising their rights under 
this Agreement, or under law. 

 
b) All disputes between the City and the Consultant not resolved by negotiation between the 

parties may be arbitrated only by mutual agreement of the City and the Consultant. If not 
mutually agreed to resolve the claim by arbitration, the claim will be resolved by legal 
action.

a) The Consultant certifies that neither the Consultant nor its principals are presently 

debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded 
from participating in this contract by any federal or state department or agency. Further, the 
Consultant agrees not to enter into any arrangements or contracts related to completion of 
the work contemplated under this Agreement with any party that is on the “General Service 
Administration List of Parties Excluded from Federal Procurement or Non-procurement

10) VENUE, APPLICABLE LAW AND PERSONAL JURISDICTION 

a) In the event that either party deems it necessary to initiate a legal action to enforce any 
right or obligation under this Agreement, the parties agree that any such action shall be 
initiated in the Superior Court of the State of Washington situated in Benton County. The 
parties agree that all questions shall be resolved by application of Washington law, and that 
the parties to such action shall have the right of appeal from such decision of the Superior 
Court in accordance with the laws of the State of Washington. The Consultant hereby 
consents to the personal jurisdiction of the Superior Court of the State of Washington 
situated in Benton County. 

 
11) ATTORNEY’S FEES 

a) The parties agree that should legal action be necessary to enforce any of the provisions 
of this Agreement, that the prevailing party will be awarded its reasonable attorney’s fees 
and costs in action, including costs and attorney’s fees on appeal if appeal is taken.  

 
12) INSURANCE 

a) Insurance Term 
The Consultant shall procure and maintain for the duration of the Agreement, insurance 
against claims for injuries to persons or damage to property which may arise from or in 
connection with the performance of the work hereunder by the Consultant, its agents, 
representatives, or employees. 
b) No Limitation 
The Consultant’s maintenance of insurance as required by the Agreement shall not be 
construed to limit the liability of the Consultant to the coverage provided by such insurance, 
or otherwise limit the Owner’s recourse to any remedy available at law or in equity. 
c) Minimum Scope of Insurance 
The Consultant shall obtain insurance of the types and coverage described below: 

1. Automobile Liability insurance covering all owned, non-owned, hired and leased 
vehicles.  Coverage shall be as least as broad as Insurance Services Office (ISO) 
form CA 00 01.

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2. Commercial General Liability insurance shall be at least as broad as ISO occurrence 

form CG 00 01 and shall cover liability arising from premises, operations, stop-gap 
independent contractors and personal injury and advertising injury.  The Owner shall 
be named as an additional insured under the Consultant’s Commercial General 
Liability insurance policy with respect to the work performed for the Owner using an 
additional insured endorsement at least as broad as ISO CG 20 26. 

3. Workers’ Compensation coverage as required by the Industrial Insurance laws of the 
State of Washington. 

4. Professional Liability insurance appropriate to the Consultant’s profession. 
d) Minimum Amounts of Insurance 
The Consultant shall maintain the following insurance limits: 

1. Automobile Liability insurance with a minimum combined single limit for bodily injury 
and property damage of $1,000,000 per accident. 

2. Commercial General Liability insurance shall be written with limits no less than 
$1,000,000 each occurrence, $2,000,000 general aggregate. 

3. Professional Liability insurance shall be written with limits no less than $1,000,000 
per claim and $1,000,000 policy aggregate limit. 

e) Other Insurance Provision 

The Consultant’s Automobile Liability and Commercial General Liability insurance policies 
are to contain, or be endorsed to contain that they shall be primary insurance as respect the 
Owner.  Any insurance, self-insurance, or self-insured pool coverage maintained by the 
Owner shall be excess of the Consultant’s insurance and shall not contribute with it. 
f) Acceptability of Insurers 
Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a current A.M. Best rating of not less than A:VII. 
g) Verification of Coverage 
The Consultant shall furnish the Owner with original certificates and a copy of the 
amendatory endorsements, including but not necessarily limited to the additional insured 
endorsement, evidencing the insurance requirements of the Consultant before the Owner 
shall issue a Notice to Proceed. 
h) Notice of Cancellation 
The Consultant shall provide the Owner with written notice of any policy cancellation within 
two business days of their receipt of such notice. 
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i) Failure to Maintain Insurance 
Failure on the part of the Consultant to maintain the insurance as required shall constitute a 
material breach of contract, upon which the Owner may, after giving five business days’ 
notice to the Consultant to correct the breach, immediately terminate the contract or, at its 
discretion, procure or renew such insurance and pay any and all premiums in connection 
therewith, with any sums so expended to be repaid to the Owner on demand, or at the sole 
discretion of the Owner, offset against funds due the Consultant from the Owner. 
j) Owner Full Availability of Consultant Limits 
If the Consultant maintains higher insurance limits than the minimums shown above, the 
Owner shall be insured for the full available limits of Commercial General  and Excess or 
Umbrella liability maintained by the Consultant, irrespective of whether such limits 
maintained by the Consultant are greater than those required by this contract or whether 
any certificate of insurance furnished to the Owner evidences limits of liability lower than 
those maintained by the Consultant. 

 
13) INDEMNIFICATION / HOLD HARMLESS  

a) Consultant shall defend, indemnify, and hold the City, its officers, officials, employees 
and volunteers harmless from any and all claims, injuries, damages, losses or suits 
including attorney fees, arising out of or resulting from the negligent or wrongful acts, 
errors or omissions of the Consultant or the Consultant’s employees or agents in 
performance of this Agreement, except for injuries and damages caused by the sole 
negligence of the City. 
 

b) Should a court of competent jurisdiction determine that this Agreement is subject to 
RCW 4.24.115, then, in the event of liability for damages arising out of bodily injury to 
persons or damages to property caused by or resulting from the concurrent negligence 
of the Consultant and the City, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers, the 
Consultant's liability, including the duty and cost to defend, shall be only to the extent of 
the Consultant's negligence. It is further specifically and expressly understood that the 
indemnification provided herein constitutes the Consultant's waiver of immunity under 
Industrial Insurance, Title 51 RCW, solely for the purposes of this indemnification. This 
waiver has been mutually negotiated by the parties. The provisions of this section shall 
survive the expiration or termination of this Agreement. 
 

14) STANDARD OF CARE 
a) The professional services will be furnished in accordance with the care and skill 

ordinarily used by members of the same profession practicing under similar conditions at 
the same time and in the same locality.  
 

15) SUCCESSORS OR ASSIGNS 
a) All of the terms, conditions and provisions hereof shall inure to the benefit of and be 

binding upon the parties hereto, and their respective successors and assigns; provided, 
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however, that no assignment of the Agreement shall be made without written consent of 
the parties to the Agreement. 
 

16) EQUAL OPPORTUNITY AGREEMENT 
a) The Consultant agrees that s/he will not discriminate against any employee or job 

applicants for work under this Agreement for reasons of race, sex, nationality, religious 
creed, sexual orientation, or any other protected class status. 
 

17) PARTIAL INVALIDITY 
a) Any provision of this Agreement which is found to be invalid or unenforceable shall be 

ineffective to the extent of such invalidity or unenforceability, and the invalidity or 
unenforceability of such provision shall not affect the validity or enforceability of the 
remaining provisions hereof. 

 
18) AMENDMENTS 

a) All amendments must be in writing and be approved and signed by both parties. 
 

19) CHANGE IN LAW 
a) The parties hereto agree that in the event legislation is enacted or regulations are 

promulgated, or a decision of court is rendered, or any interpretive policy or opinion of 
any governmental agency charged with the enforcement of any such law or regulation is 
published that affects or may affect the legality of this Agreement or any part thereof or 
that materially and adversely affects the ability of either party to perform its obligations or 
receive the benefits intended hereunder ("Adverse Change in Law"), then within fourteen 
(14) days following written notice by either party to the other party of such adverse 
change in law, the parties shall meet to negotiate in good faith an amendment which will 
carry out the original intention of the parties to the extent possible. If, despite good faith 
attempts, the parties cannot reach agreement upon an amendment within sixty (60) days 
after commencing negotiation, then this Agreement may be terminated by either party as 
of the earlier of: (i) the effective date of the adverse change in law, or (ii) the expiration of 
a period of sixty (60) days following written notice of termination provided by one party to 
the other. 
 

20) CONFIDENTIALITY 
a) In the course of performing under this Agreement, Consultant, including its employees, 

agents or representatives, may receive, be exposed to, or acquire confidential 
information. Confidential information may include, but is not limited to, patient 
information, contract terms, sensitive employee information, or proprietary data in any 
form, whether written, oral, or contained in any computer database or computer readable 
form. Consultant shall: i) not disclose confidential information except as permitted by this 
Agreement; (ii) only permit use of such confidential information by employees, agents 
and representatives having a need to know in connection with performance under this 
Agreement; and (iii) advise each of its employees, agents, and representatives of their 
obligations to keep such information confidential. 
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21) CHANGES OF WORK 
a) When required to do so, and without any additional compensation, the Consultant shall 

make such changes and revisions in the completed work of this Agreement as necessary 
to correct or revise any negligent errors, omissions, or other deficiencies in the design, 
drawings, specifications, reports, and other similar documents which the Consultant is 
responsible for preparing or furnishing under this Agreement. 
 

b) Should the City find it desirable for its own purposes to have previously satisfactorily 
completed work or parts thereof changed or revised, the Consultant shall make such 
revisions as directed by the City. This work shall be considered as Extra Work and will 
be paid for as herein provided under Section 22, Extra Work. 
 

22) EXTRA WORK 
a) The City may desire to have the Consultant perform work or render additional services 

within the general scope of this Agreement. Such work shall be considered as extra work 
and will be specified in a written supplement to this Agreement which will set forth the 
nature of the scope, schedule for additional work, additional fees and the method of 
payment. Work under a supplemental Agreement shall not proceed until authorized in 
writing by the City. 
 

23) PUBLIC DISCLOSURE 
a) The parties to this Agreement understand and acknowledge that the City is subject to the 

Public Records Act, RCW 42.56 et seq. If the City receives a public records request for 
this agreement and/or for documents and/or materials provided to the City under this 
agreement, generally such information will be a public record and must be disclosed to the 
public records requester. However, the City agrees to notify the Consultant if it receives 
such a public records request and the date the City plans to release the records. If the

It is understood and agreed that J-U-B shall not, during the performance of Services, or as a result of observations of the Work in 
progress, supervise, direct, or have control over contractor(s) Work; nor shall J-U-B have authority over or responsibility for the means, 
methods, techniques, sequences or procedures of construction selected by contractor(s), for safety precautions and programs incident 
to the Work of the contractor(s) or for any failure of contractor(s) to comply with laws, rules, regulations, ordinances, codes or orders 
applicable to contractor(s) furnishing and performing their Work or providing any health and safety precautions required by any regulatory 
agencies.  Accordingly, J-U-B does not guarantee or warrant the performance of the construction contracts by contractor(s) nor assume 
responsibility of contractor(s) failure to furnish and perform their Work in accordance with the Contract Documents. 
 
The CLIENT agrees that the general contractor shall be solely responsible for jobsite safety, and warrants that this intent shall be carried 
out in the CLIENT’s contract with the general contractor.  The CLIENT also agrees that the CLIENT, J-U-B and J-U-B’s subconsultants 
shall be indemnified by the general contractor in the event of general contractor’s failure to assure jobsite safety and shall be named as 
additional insureds under the general contractor’s policies of general liability insurance.   

NOTE on Coronavirus: The contractor and contractor’s COVID-19 Site Supervisor are responsible for full monitoring, compliance, and 
enforcement of the contractor’s plan. J-U-‘s review or other actions related to the contractor COVID-19 plan do not extend to the means, 
methods, techniques, sequences, or procedures of construction or to the safety precautions and programs incident thereto. 

J-U-B does not have authority over or responsibility for safety precautions (including the COVID-19 plan and compliance) related to the 
work of the contractor(s), or for any failure of contractor(s) to comply with applicable laws, rules, regulations, ordinances, codes, or 
orders.  CLIENT agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold J-U-B harmless from any claims, damages, or costs associated with Contractor’s 
site safety, including their COVID-19 compliance program.

excessive number of substitutions proposed by contractor; and Services resulting from significant delays, changes, or price 
increases occurring as a direct or indirect result of material equipment, or energy shortages. 

2. Services involving out-of-town travel required of J-U-B other than visits to the Site or CLIENT’s office. 

3. Assistance in connection with bid protests, rebidding, or renegotiating the Construction Agreement. 

4. Services in connection with any partial utilization of the Work by CLIENT prior to Substantial Completion. 

5. Additional or extended Services during construction of the Work made necessary by (a) emergencies or acts of God 
endangering or delaying the Work, (b) the discovery of constituents of concern, (c) Work damaged by fire or other cause 
during construction, (d) a significant amount of defective Work, (e) acceleration of the progress schedule involving Services 
beyond normal working hours, and (f) default by contractor, including extensions of the construction period. 

6. Evaluating an unreasonable number of claims submitted by contractor or others in connection with the Work. 

7. Protracted or extensive assistance in refining and adjusting any equipment or system (such as initial startup, testing, adjusting, 
and balancing).   

8. Services or consultations after completion of the construction phase, such as excessive inspections during any correction 
period and reporting observed discrepancies under guarantees called for in the Construction Agreement for the Work (except 
as agreed to under Construction Phase Services). 

9. Preparing to serve or serving as a consultant or witness for CLIENT in any litigation, arbitration, or other legal or administrative 
proceeding involving the Project to which J-U-B has not been made a party. 

10. Additional Services in connection with the Work, including Services which are to be furnished by CLIENT and Services not 
otherwise provided for in this Agreement.  

RESIDENT PROJECT REPRESENTATIVE 
 
If provided as part of Construction Phase Services, J-U-B shall furnish a Resident Project Representative (“RPR”), assistants, and other field 
staff to assist J-U-B in observing progress and quality of the Work. The RPR, assistants, and other field staff may provide full-time 
representation or may provide representation to a lesser degree.   

Through such additional observations of the Work and field checks of materials and equipment by the RPR and assistants, J-U-B shall 
endeavor to provide further protection for CLIENT against defects and deficiencies in the Work.  It is understood and agreed that J-U-B 
shall not, during the performance of Services, or as a result of observations of the Work in progress, supervise, direct, or have control 
over contractor(s)’ Work; nor shall J-U-B have authority over or responsibility for the means, methods, techniques, sequences or 
procedures of construction selected by contractor(s), for safety precautions and programs incident to the Work of the contractor(s) or for 
any failure of contractor(s) to comply with laws, rules, regulations, ordinances, codes or orders applicable to contractor(s) furnishing and 
performing their Work or providing any health and safety precautions required by any regulatory agencies.  Accordingly, J-U-B does not 
guarantee or warrant the performance of the construction contracts by contractor(s) nor assume responsibility of contractor(s)’ failure to 
furnish and perform their Work in accordance with the Contract Documents. 
 
The RPR’s duties under this Agreement shall be strictly limited to the following:  

1. General.  RPR is J-U-B’s agent at the Site, will act as directed by and under the supervision of J-U-B, and will confer with 
J-U-B regarding RPR’s actions.  

2. Schedules.  Review the progress schedule, schedule of Shop Drawing and Sample submittals, and schedule of values 
prepared by contractor and consult with CLIENT concerning acceptability of such schedules. 

3. Conferences and Meetings.  When requested by CLIENT to do so, attend meetings with contractor, such as preconstruction 
conferences, progress meetings, job conferences, and other project-related meetings. 

4. Liaison.  Serve as J-U-B’s liaison with CLIENT. 
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5. Interpretation of Contract Documents.  Report to CLIENT when clarifications and interpretations of the Contract Documents 
are needed.  

6. Shop Drawings and Samples.  Receive and record date of receipt of reviewed Samples and Shop Drawings. 

7. Modifications.  Consider and evaluate contractor’s suggestions for modifications to Drawings or Specifications and report, 
with RPR’s recommendations, to CLIENT. Transmittal to contractor of written decisions as issued by J-U-B will be in writing. 

8. Review of Work and Rejection of Defective Work. 

a) Conduct on-site observations of the Work to assist J-U-B in determining if the Work is, in general, proceeding in 
accordance with the Contract Documents. 

b) Report to CLIENT whenever RPR believes that any part of the Work in progress will not produce a completed Project 
that conforms generally to the Contract Documents or will prejudice the integrity of the design concept of the completed 
Project as a functioning whole as indicated in the Contract Documents; has been damaged; or does not meet the 
requirements of any inspection, test, or approval required to be made.  Advise CLIENT of that part of the Work that RPR 
believes should be corrected, rejected, or uncovered for observation, or that requires special testing, inspection, or 
approval. 

9. Inspections, Tests, and System Startups. 

a) Advise CLIENT in advance of scheduled major inspections, tests, and system start-ups for important phases of the Work. 

b) Verify that tests, equipment, and system start-ups and operating and maintenance training is conducted in the presence 
of appropriate personnel and that contractor maintain adequate records thereof. 

c) Observe, record, and report to CLIENT appropriate details relative to the test procedures and system start-ups. 

d) Accompany visiting inspectors representing public or other agencies having jurisdiction over the Work, record the results 
of these inspections, and report to CLIENT. 

10. Records. 

a) Maintain at the Site orderly files for correspondence, reports of job conferences, reproductions of original Contract 
Documents including all Change Orders, Field Orders, Work Change Directives, Addenda, additional Drawings issued 
subsequent to the execution of the Contract, J-U-B’s clarifications and interpretations of the Contract Documents, 
progress reports, Shop Drawing and Sample submittals, and other Project-related documents. 

b) Prepare a daily report or keep a diary or log book, recording contractor’s and subcontractors’ hours on the Site, weather 
conditions, data relative to questions of Change Orders, Field Orders, Work Change Directives, or changed conditions, 
Site visitors, daily activities, decisions, observations in general, and specific observations in more detail as in the case of 
observing test procedures; furnish copies of such records to CLIENT. 

c) Maintain accurate, up-to-date lists of the names, addresses, e-mail addresses, and telephone numbers of all contractors, 
subcontractors, and major suppliers of materials and equipment. 

d) Maintain records for use in preparing documentation of the Work. 

e) Upon completion of the Work with respect to the Project, furnish a complete set of all RPR Project documentation to 
CLIENT. 

11. Reports. 

a) Furnish to CLIENT periodic reports as required of progress of the Work and of contractor’s compliance with the progress 
schedule and schedule of Shop Drawing and Sample submittals. 

b) Present to CLIENT proposed Change Orders, Work Change Directives, and Field Orders.  

c) Furnish to CLIENT copies of all inspection, test, and system startup reports. 

d) Report immediately to CLIENT the occurrence of any Site accidents, emergencies, acts of God endangering the Work, 
property damaged by fire or other causes, and the discovery or presence of any constituents of concern. 

12. Payment Request:  Review Applications for Payment for compliance with the established procedure for their submission and 
forward with recommendations to CLIENT, noting particularly the relationship of the payment requested to the schedule of 
values, Work completed, and materials and equipment delivered at the Site, but not incorporated in the Work. 

13. Certificates, Operation and Maintenance Manuals.  During the course of the Work, verify that materials and equipment 
certificates, operation and maintenance manuals, and other data required by the Specifications to be assembled and furnished 
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by contractor are applicable to the items actually installed and in accordance with the Contract Documents, and have these 
documents delivered to CLIENT for review. 

14. Completion. 

a) Before issuing a Certificate of Substantial Completion, submit to CLIENT a list of observed items requiring completion or 
correction. 

b) Observe whether contractor has arranged for inspections required by laws and regulations, including but not limited to 
those to be performed by public agencies having jurisdiction over the Project. 

c) Participate in a final inspection in the company of CLIENT and contractor and prepare a final list of items to be completed 
or corrected with respect to the Work. 

d) Observe whether all items on final list have been completed or corrected and make recommendations to CLIENT 
concerning acceptance and issuance of CLIENT’s Final Notice of Acceptability of the Work.  

The RPR shall not: 

1.  Authorize any deviation from the Contract Documents or substitution of materials or equipment (including “or-equal” items). 

2.  Exceed limitations of J-U-B’s authority as set forth in the Agreement for Professional Services . 

3.  Undertake any of the responsibilities of contractor, subcontractors, suppliers, or contractor’s superintendent. 

4.  Advise on, issue directions relative to, or assume control over any aspect of the means, methods, techniques, sequences, or 
procedures of construction or of the Work, unless such advice or directions are specifically required by the Contract 
Documents. 

5.  Advise on, issue directions regarding, or assume control over safety practices, precautions, and programs in connection with 
the activities or operations of CLIENT or contractor. 

6.  Participate in specialized field or laboratory tests or inspections conducted by others, except as specifically authorized. 

7.  Accept Shop Drawing or Sample submittals from anyone other than J-U-B. 

8..  Authorize CLIENT to occupy the Work in whole or in part. 
 
CLIENT'S RESPONSIBILITIES 
 
Except as otherwise provided herein or in the Agreement for Professional Services, CLIENT shall do the following in a timely manner so as 
not to delay the Services of J-U-B and shall bear all costs incident thereto: 
 

1.  Provide, as may be required for the Project, such legal services as CLIENT may require or J-U-B may reasonably request 
with regard to legal issues pertaining to the Project, including any that may be raised by contractor. 

 
2.  Attend the pre-bid conference, bid opening, pre-construction conferences, construction progress and other job-related 

meetings and Substantial Completion, final payment, and other inspections. 
 
3.  Give prompt written notice to J-U-B whenever CLIENT observes or otherwise becomes aware of any development that affects 

the scope or time of performance or furnishing of J-U-B's Services, or any defect or nonconformance in J-U-B's Services or 
in the Work of any contractor. 

 
4. Render all final decisions related to: 1) changes or modifications to the terms of the construction contract, 2) acceptability of 

the Work, and 3) claims or Work stoppages. 
 
5. Unless included in J-U-B Scope of Services, provide construction staking and materials testing services for the project.  
 

The Client agrees to require all contractors of any tier to carry statutory Workers Compensation, Employers Liability Insurance and 
appropriate limits of Commercial General Liability Insurance (CGL).  The Client further agrees to require all contractors to have their CGL 
policies endorsed to name the Client, the Consultant and its sub-consultants as Additional insureds, on a primary and noncontributory basis, 
and to provide Contractual Liability coverage sufficient to insure the hold harmless and indemnity obligations assumed by the contractors.  
The Client shall require all contractors to furnish to the Client and the Consultant certificates of insurance as evidence of the required 
insurance prior to commencing work and upon renewal of each policy during the entire period of construction.  In addition, the Client shall 
require that all contractors will, to the fullest extent permitted by law, indemnify and hold harmless the Client, the Consultant and its sub 
consultants from and against any damages, liabilities or costs, including reasonable attorneys’ fees and defense costs, arising out of or in 
any way connected with the Project, including all claims by employees of the contractors. 
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INDEMNIFICATION 
 
In addition to any other limits of indemnification agreed to between the Parties, CLIENT agrees to indemnify and hold harmless J-U-B, and 
the officers, directors, members, partners, employees, agents, consultants, and subcontractors of each and any of them from and against 
all claims, costs, losses, and damages (including but not limited to all fees and charges of engineers, architects, attorneys, and other 
professionals and all court or arbitration or other dispute resolution costs) arising out of or relating to the performance of the Work.

(Construction Phase Services). 
 
CLIENT agrees that CLIENT will cause to be executed any such agreements or contracts with contractors, subcontractors or suppliers to 
effectuate the intent of this part before any Work is commenced on the Project; if CLIENT negligently fails to do so, CLIENT agrees to fully 
indemnify J-U-B from any liability resulting therefrom, to include, but not to be limited to, all costs relating to tendering a defense to any such 
claims made.

Administration and Funding of Quad-City Stormwater Effectiveness Study and 
Water Quality Stormwater Grant Application 

THIS INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is entered into on this _______ day of 
_____________, 2021 by and between the City of Kennewick (hereinafter “Kennewick”), the City 
of Richland (hereinafter “Richland”), the City of Pasco (hereinafter “Pasco”), and the City of West 
Richland (hereinafter “West Richland”), all municipal corporations of the State of Washington 
(referred to collectively as the “Quad-Cities”). This Agreement is made in conformance with and 
under the authority granted by RCW 39.34, the Interlocal Cooperation Act.   

I. Recitals 

WHEREAS, in July 2019 the Washington State Department of Ecology issued the Eastern 
Washington Phase II Municipal Stormwater Permit (hereinafter “Permit”); and 

WHEREAS, the Permit requires the Quad-Cities to participate in the implementation of a 
Stormwater Management Program Effectiveness Study (S8.A of the Permit);to obtain funding to 
complete this study the Quad-Cities will be applying for a Department of Ecology 2021-2023 
Water Quality Stormwater Grant (hereinafter “Grant”) and 

WHEREAS, staff in Richland, Kennewick, Pasco and West Richland have collaborated to 
select an engineering consultant and to negotiate a scope of work and budget for the preparation 
of the Grant application; and  

WHEREAS, the Interlocal Cooperation Act contained in RCW 39.34 authorizes local 
governments such as the Parties to this Interlocal to contract for the joint conduct of activities 
which each of the Parties is individually authorized to perform. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties hereby agree as follows: 

II. Agreement

Section 1.  Purpose 
The purpose of this Interlocal Cooperation Agreement is to authorize a collaborative effort between 
the Parties to complete the application process for the Grant.  

Section 2.  Legal Entity 
No separate legal or administrative entity is created upon execution of this Interlocal Cooperation 
Agreement. 

Section 3.  Administration 
West Richland has awarded and will administer the consultant agreement contemplated under this 
Interlocal Cooperation Agreement. The consultant agreement is attached as Exhibit A. 
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Section 4.  Funding and Contributions 
Consultant expenses shall be shared in four (4) equal amounts between Richland, West Richland, 
Pasco and Kennewick. West Richland shall issue invoices to Richland, Pasco, and Kennewick for 
their respective share agreement expenses. Invoices shall issue no more frequently than monthly. 
Scope and budget changes that increase the project budget may only be executed after written 
authorization from all four Parties. 

Section 5.  Property 
No real or personal property shall be acquired as a consequence of the execution of this Interlocal 
Cooperation Agreement.  

Section 6.  Additional Resources 
Richland, Kennewick, Pasco, and West Richland will provide staff support to complete data requests, 
meeting attendance, and reviews as needed to efficiently administer the Grant application.  This 
Interlocal Agreement will be amended if the Quad-Cities are successful in obtaining the Grant for the 
Effectiveness Study.   

Section 7.  Duration 
This Agreement shall expire twelve months after the close-out of the consultant agreement. All 
obligations to pay the respective one-fourth share to fund the plan update shall survive termination 
of this Agreement.

This Agreement may be amended or modified only in writing, and only with the written consent of 
each undersigned party. 

Section 11.  Severability 
If any provision of this Agreement is found by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or 
unenforceable as written, the remainder of the Agreement or the applications of the remainder of 
the Agreement shall not be affected. To this end, the terms and conditions of this Agreement are 
declared severable.

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AGREEMENT BETWEEN CITY AND CONSULTANT 
 

THIS AGREEMENT, is made between the City of Kennewick, PO Box 6108, 210 W. 6th 
Ave., Kennewick, Washington, (hereinafter referred to as the "City"), and JUB Engineers, Inc, 3611 
S. Zintel Way, Kennewick, WA 99337 (hereinafter referred to as the "Consultant"). 
 
 

WITNESSETH: 
 
1) SCOPE OF WORK AND AGREEMENT CONTENTS 

a) The Consultant shall furnish all services, labor and related equipment necessary to conduct 
and complete the work as designated in this Agreement. The Consultant shall provide 
engineering services for the 2022 General Sewer Plan update. 

 
b) This Agreement consists of this Agreement, and other documents listed below issued prior 

to the execution of this agreement and all modifications and change orders issued 
subsequent thereto.  These form the entire agreement and all are as fully a part of the 
Agreement as if attached to this Agreement or repeated herein.  In the event of a conflict 
between documents the order of precedence will be the order listed below.  An 
enumeration of the Agreement documents is set forth below: 

(i) This Agreement No. P2114 between the City and Consultant. 
(ii) Exhibit A: Scope of Work 

 
2) GENERAL REQUIREMENTS 

a) The Consultant shall attend status, progress, and coordination meetings with the 
designated City of Kennewick representatives, or such federal, community, state, city or 
county officials, groups or individuals as may be requested by the City.  If additional 
meetings are requested, the City will provide the Consultant sufficient notice prior to those 
meetings requiring Consultant participation. 
 

b) The Consultant shall prepare a monthly progress report if requested, in a form approved by 
the City, that will outline in written and/or graphical form the various phases and the order of 
performance of the work in sufficient details so that the progress of the work can easily be 
evaluated.  
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3) TIME FOR BEGINNING AND COMPLETION 
The Consultant shall not begin any work under the terms of this Agreement until authorized 
in writing by the City. Consultant agrees to use best efforts to complete all work described 
under this Agreement by December 31, 2022. 

 
4) PAYMENT 

a) The City shall pay the Consultant an amount not to exceed Two Hundred Sixty-Seven 
Thousand Two Hundred Dollars ($267,200) to complete the services rendered under this 
Agreement.  Payment shall be made on a “time and materials” basis.  Payment as 
identified in this section shall be full compensation for all work performed or services 
rendered, and for all labor, materials, supplies, equipment, and incidentals necessary to 
complete the work specified in the Scope of Work (Exhibit A). 

 
b) Invoices not in dispute by the City will be paid within thirty (30) days and shall reference the 

contract number and/or purchase order applicable to the work. The invoice shall provide 
sufficient detail on the work being billed and include detailed receipts for any invoices 
 

c) Partial payments to cover the percentage of work completed may be requested by the 
Consultant. These payments shall not be more than one (1) per month. 
 

d) Pre-approved travel, meals and lodging will be reimbursed at cost and only when 
consultant travels at least 150 miles per one way trip. Reimbursable expenses are limited to 
the following: coach airfare, ground transportation (taxi, shuttle, car rental), hotel 
accommodations at the government rate, personal or company vehicle use at the then-
current federal mileage rate, and meals at the current federal per-diem meal allowance. 

 
e) Reimbursement for extra services/reimbursable expenses are not authorized under this 

Agreement unless detailed in the Scope of Work or agreed upon in writing as a modification 
to this Agreement. 
 

f) The Consultant will allow access to the City, the State of Washington, the Federal Grantor 
Agency, the Comptroller General of the United States, or any of their duly authorized 
representatives to any books, documents, papers, and records which are directly pertinent 
to the specific contract for the purpose of making audit, examination, excerpts, and 
transcriptions.  Unless otherwise provided, said records must be retained for three years 
from the date of receipt of final payment.  If any litigation, claim, or audit arising out of, in 
connection with, or relating to this contract is initiated before the expiration of the three-year 
period, the records shall be retained until such litigation, claim, or audit involving the 
records is completed. 
 

5) INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR 
a) The Consultant, and any and all employees of the Consultant or other persons engaged in 

the performance of any work or services required of the Consultant under this Agreement, 
are independent contractors and shall not be considered employees of the City.  Any and 
all claims that arise at any time under any Workers’ Compensation Act on behalf of said 
employees or other persons while so engaged, and any and all claims made by a third 
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party as a consequence of any negligent act or omission on the part of the Consultant’s 
employees or other persons engaged in any of the work or services required to be provided 
herein, shall be the sole obligation and responsibility of the Consultant. 

 
6) OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS 

a) All designs, drawings, specifications, documents, reports and other work products prepared 
pursuant to this Agreement, shall become the property of the City upon payment to the 
Consultant of the fees set forth in this Agreement.  The City acknowledges the Consultant’s 
plans and specifications, including all documents on electronic media, as instruments of 
professional services. The plans and specifications prepared under this Agreement shall 
become the property of the City upon completion of the services and payment in full of all 
payment due to the Consultant.  The City may make or permit to be made any 
modifications to the plans and specifications without the prior written authorization of the 
Consultant. The City agrees to waive any claim against the Consultant arising from any 
unauthorized reuse of the plans and specifications, and to indemnify and hold the 
Consultant harmless from any claim, liability or cost arising or allegedly arising out of any 
reuse of the plans and specifications by the City or its agent not authorized by the 
Consultant. 

 
7) TERMINATION 

a) This Agreement may be terminated by either party upon thirty (30) days’ written notice, 
provided that neither party will terminate for cause without providing the other party written 
notice of the breach and a period of ten (10) days to cure. In the event this contract is 
terminated by the Consultant without cause, the City shall be entitled to reimbursement of 
costs occasioned by such termination by the Consultant. In the event the City terminates 
this Agreement, the City shall pay the Consultant for the work performed, which shall be an 
amount equal to the percentage of completion of the work as mutually agreed between the 
City and the Consultant. 
 

b) If any work covered by this Agreement shall be suspended or abandoned by the City before 
the Consultant has completed the assigned work, the Consultant shall be paid an amount 
equal to the costs incurred up to the date of termination or suspension as mutually agreed 
upon between the City and the Consultant. 

 
8) DISPUTE RESOLUTION 

a) The City and the Consultant agree to negotiate in good faith for a period of thirty (30) days 
from the date of notice of all disputes between them prior to exercising their rights under 
this Agreement, or under law. 

 
b) All disputes between the City and the Consultant not resolved by negotiation between the 

parties may be arbitrated only by mutual agreement of the City and the Consultant. If not 
mutually agreed to resolve the claim by arbitration, the claim will be resolved by legal 
action.  
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9) DEBARMENT CERTIFICATION 
a) The Consultant certifies that neither the Consultant nor its principals are presently 

debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded 
from participating in this contract by any federal or state department or agency. Further, the 
Consultant agrees not to enter into any arrangements or contracts related to completion of 
the work contemplated under this Agreement with any party that is on the “General Service 
Administration List of Parties Excluded from Federal Procurement or Non-procurement 
Programs” which can be found at:  
www.sam.gov and  
http://www.lni.wa.gov/TradesLicensing/PrevWage/AwardingAgencies/default.asp   

 
10) VENUE, APPLICABLE LAW AND PERSONAL JURISDICTION 

a) In the event that either party deems it necessary to initiate a legal action to enforce any 
right or obligation under this Agreement, the parties agree that any such action shall be 
initiated in the Superior Court of the State of Washington situated in Benton County. The 
parties agree that all questions shall be resolved by application of Washington law, and that 
the parties to such action shall have the right of appeal from such decision of the Superior 
Court in accordance with the laws of the State of Washington. The Consultant hereby 
consents to the personal jurisdiction of the Superior Court of the State of Washington 
situated in Benton County. 

 
11) ATTORNEY’S FEES 

a) The parties agree that should legal action be necessary to enforce any of the provisions 
of this Agreement, that the prevailing party will be awarded its reasonable attorney’s fees 
and costs in action, including costs and attorney’s fees on appeal if appeal is taken.  

 
12) INSURANCE 

a) Insurance Term 
The Consultant shall procure and maintain for the duration of the Agreement, insurance 
against claims for injuries to persons or damage to property which may arise from or in 
connection with the performance of the work hereunder by the Consultant, its agents, 
representatives, or employees. 
b) No Limitation 
The Consultant’s maintenance of insurance as required by the Agreement shall not be 
construed to limit the liability of the Consultant to the coverage provided by such insurance, 
or otherwise limit the Owner’s recourse to any remedy available at law or in equity. 
c) Minimum Scope of Insurance 
The Consultant shall obtain insurance of the types and coverage described below: 

1. Automobile Liability insurance covering all owned, non-owned, hired and leased 
vehicles.  Coverage shall be as least as broad as Insurance Services Office (ISO) 
form CA 00 01.

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2. Commercial General Liability insurance shall be at least as broad as ISO occurrence 

form CG 00 01 and shall cover liability arising from premises, operations, stop-gap 
independent contractors and personal injury and advertising injury.  The Owner shall 
be named as an additional insured under the Consultant’s Commercial General 
Liability insurance policy with respect to the work performed for the Owner using an 
additional insured endorsement at least as broad as ISO CG 20 26. 

3. Workers’ Compensation coverage as required by the Industrial Insurance laws of the 
State of Washington. 

4. Professional Liability insurance appropriate to the Consultant’s profession. 
d) Minimum Amounts of Insurance 
The Consultant shall maintain the following insurance limits: 

1. Automobile Liability insurance with a minimum combined single limit for bodily injury 
and property damage of $1,000,000 per accident. 

2. Commercial General Liability insurance shall be written with limits no less than 
$1,000,000 each occurrence, $2,000,000 general aggregate.

g) Verification of Coverage 
The Consultant shall furnish the Owner with original certificates and a copy of the 
amendatory endorsements, including but not necessarily limited to the additional insured 
endorsement, evidencing the insurance requirements of the Consultant before the Owner 
shall issue a Notice to Proceed. 
h) Notice of Cancellation 
The Consultant shall provide the Owner with written notice of any policy cancellation within 
two business days of their receipt of such notice. 
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i) Failure to Maintain Insurance 
Failure on the part of the Consultant to maintain the insurance as required shall constitute a 
material breach of contract, upon which the Owner may, after giving five business days’ 
notice to the Consultant to correct the breach, immediately terminate the contract or, at its 
discretion, procure or renew such insurance and pay any and all premiums in connection 
therewith, with any sums so expended to be repaid to the Owner on demand, or at the sole 
discretion of the Owner, offset against funds due the Consultant from the Owner. 
j) Owner Full Availability of Consultant Limits 
If the Consultant maintains higher insurance limits than the minimums shown above, the 
Owner shall be insured for the full available limits of Commercial General  and Excess or 
Umbrella liability maintained by the Consultant, irrespective of whether such limits 
maintained by the Consultant are greater than those required by this contract or whether 
any certificate of insurance furnished to the Owner evidences limits of liability lower than 
those maintained by the Consultant. 

 
13) INDEMNIFICATION / HOLD HARMLESS  

a) Consultant shall defend, indemnify, and hold the City, its officers, officials, employees 
and volunteers harmless from any and all claims, injuries, damages, losses or suits 
including attorney fees, arising out of or resulting from the negligent or wrongful acts, 
errors or omissions of the Consultant or the Consultant’s employees or agents in 
performance of this Agreement, except for injuries and damages caused by the sole 
negligence of the City. 
 

b) Should a court of competent jurisdiction determine that this Agreement is subject to 
RCW 4.24.115, then, in the event of liability for damages arising out of bodily injury to 
persons or damages to property caused by or resulting from the concurrent negligence 
of the Consultant and the City, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers, the 
Consultant's liability, including the duty and cost to defend, shall be only to the extent of 
the Consultant's negligence. It is further specifically and expressly understood that the 
indemnification provided herein constitutes the Consultant's waiver of immunity under 
Industrial Insurance, Title 51 RCW, solely for the purposes of this indemnification. This 
waiver has been mutually negotiated by the parties. The provisions of this section shall 
survive the expiration or termination of this Agreement.

a) The professional services will be furnished in accordance with the care and skill 

ordinarily used by members of the same profession practicing under similar conditions at 
the same time and in the same locality.

receive the benefits intended hereunder ("Adverse Change in Law"), then within fourteen 
(14) days following written notice by either party to the other party of such adverse 
change in law, the parties shall meet to negotiate in good faith an amendment which will 
carry out the original intention of the parties to the extent possible. If, despite good faith 
attempts, the parties cannot reach agreement upon an amendment within sixty (60) days 
after commencing negotiation, then this Agreement may be terminated by either party as 
of the earlier of: (i) the effective date of the adverse change in law, or (ii) the expiration of 
a period of sixty (60) days following written notice of termination provided by one party to 
the other.

Consultant shall: i) not disclose confidential information except as permitted by this 
Agreement; (ii) only permit use of such confidential information by employees, agents 
and representatives having a need to know in connection with performance under this 
Agreement; and (iii) advise each of its employees, agents, and representatives of their 
obligations to keep such information confidential. 
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21) CHANGES OF WORK 
a) When required to do so, and without any additional compensation, the Consultant shall 

make such changes and revisions in the completed work of this Agreement as necessary 
to correct or revise any negligent errors, omissions, or other deficiencies in the design, 
drawings, specifications, reports, and other similar documents which the Consultant is 
responsible for preparing or furnishing under this Agreement.

If the 
Consultant fails to obtain a protective order from the applicable court prior to the time the 
City releases the records to the public records requester, the Consultant shall be deemed 
to have given the City full authority to release the records on the date specified, and the 
Consultant understands it has thereby given up all rights to challenge the disclosure in any 
forum. 
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This Agreement may be executed in two or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed 
an original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the same instrument.  This 
Agreement may be delivered by facsimile or other electronic means and those signatures shall 
be treated as original signatures for all applicable purposes.  The person signing this Agreement 
for Consultant represents that he or she has full and proper authority to do so and to bind the 
party which they are representing.  This Agreement will become binding on the date of last 
execution hereon:

(WTP) Capacity and Miscellaneous Upgrades (P2117).

Motion for Consideration

Summary
In 2019, the City of Kennewick (City) completed a Water Treatment Plant (WTP) condition assessment that primarily focused
on the evaluation of critical operating assets and identifying their anticipated remaining useful life. The condition assessment
identified several components in need of replacement as well as identified methods for increasing water treatment plant
production capacity.  This agreement addresses those capital components identified within the condition assessment and
provides a 30% design for all replacement components and the ability to increase production capacity.  WTP capacity
increases are projected to be needed in approximately 2024.

At the completion of this 30% design effort, it will be necessary to complete individual detailed design improvement plans that
will coincide with planned improvement funding already programmed in the Capital Improvement Plan.

This 30% design effort will address the following:
- Evaluation & replacement of existing membranes near end of useful life
- Evaluation of pump equipment capacity
- Membrane filter cell coating replacement
- Sodium hypochlorite bulk storage replacement
- HVAC unit replacement in chemical storage room
- Intake structure roof replacement
- Filter gallery piping coating replacement
- Surge tank upsize and relocation

AGREEMENT BETWEEN CITY AND CONSULTANT 
 

THIS AGREEMENT, is made between the City of Kennewick, PO Box 6108, 210 W. 6th 
Ave., Kennewick, Washington, (hereinafter referred to as the "City"), and HDR Engineering, Inc, 
2805 St. Andrews Loop Suite A, Pasco, WA 99301 (hereinafter referred to as the "Consultant"). 
 
 

WITNESSETH: 
 
1) SCOPE OF WORK AND AGREEMENT CONTENTS 

a) The Consultant shall furnish all services, labor and related equipment necessary to conduct 
and complete the work as designated in this Agreement. The Consultant shall provide 
engineering services for the Water Treatment Plant (WTP) Capacity & Miscellaneous 
Upgrades. 

 
b) This Agreement consists of this Agreement, and other documents listed below issued prior 

to the execution of this agreement and all modifications and change orders issued 
subsequent thereto.  These form the entire agreement and all are as fully a part of the 
Agreement as if attached to this Agreement or repeated herein.  In the event of a conflict 
between documents the order of precedence will be the order listed below.  An 
enumeration of the Agreement documents is set forth below: 

(i) This Agreement No. P2117 between the City and Consultant. 
(ii) Exhibit A: Scope of Work 

 
2) GENERAL REQUIREMENTS 

a) The Consultant shall attend status, progress, and coordination meetings with the 
designated City of Kennewick representatives, or such federal, community, state, city or 
county officials, groups or individuals as may be requested by the City.  If additional 
meetings are requested, the City will provide the Consultant sufficient notice prior to those 
meetings requiring Consultant participation. 
 

b) The Consultant shall prepare a monthly progress report if requested, in a form approved by 
the City, that will outline in written and/or graphical form the various phases and the order of 
performance of the work in sufficient details so that the progress of the work can easily be 
evaluated.  
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3) TIME FOR BEGINNING AND COMPLETION 

The Consultant shall not begin any work under the terms of this Agreement until authorized 
in writing by the City. Consultant agrees to use best efforts to complete all work described 
under this Agreement by June 30, 2022. 

 
4) PAYMENT 

a) The City shall pay the Consultant an amount not to exceed One Hundred Ninety-Four 
Thousand Nine Hundred Ten Dollars ($194,910) to complete the services rendered 
under this Agreement.  Payment shall be made on a “time and materials” basis.  Payment 
as identified in this section shall be full compensation for all work performed or services 
rendered, and for all labor, materials, supplies, equipment, and incidentals necessary to 
complete the work specified in the Scope of Work (Exhibit A). 

 
b) Invoices not in dispute by the City will be paid within thirty (30) days and shall reference the 

contract number and/or purchase order applicable to the work. The invoice shall provide 
sufficient detail on the work being billed and include detailed receipts for any invoices 
 

c) Partial payments to cover the percentage of work completed may be requested by the 
Consultant. These payments shall not be more than one (1) per month. 
 

d) Pre-approved travel, meals and lodging will be reimbursed at cost and only when 
consultant travels at least 150 miles per one way trip. Reimbursable expenses are limited to 
the following: coach airfare, ground transportation (taxi, shuttle, car rental), hotel 
accommodations at the government rate, personal or company vehicle use at the then-
current federal mileage rate, and meals at the current federal per-diem meal allowance. 

 
e) Reimbursement for extra services/reimbursable expenses are not authorized under this 

Agreement unless detailed in the Scope of Work or agreed upon in writing as a modification 
to this Agreement. 
 

f) The Consultant will allow access to the City, the State of Washington, the Federal Grantor 
Agency, the Comptroller General of the United States, or any of their duly authorized 
representatives to any books, documents, papers, and records which are directly pertinent 
to the specific contract for the purpose of making audit, examination, excerpts, and 
transcriptions.  Unless otherwise provided, said records must be retained for three years 
from the date of receipt of final payment.  If any litigation, claim, or audit arising out of, in 
connection with, or relating to this contract is initiated before the expiration of the three-year 
period, the records shall be retained until such litigation, claim, or audit involving the 
records is completed. 
 

5) INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR 
a) The Consultant, and any and all employees of the Consultant or other persons engaged in 

the performance of any work or services required of the Consultant under this Agreement, 
are independent contractors and shall not be considered employees of the City.  Any and 
all claims that arise at any time under any Workers’ Compensation Act on behalf of said 
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employees or other persons while so engaged, and any and all claims made by a third 
party as a consequence of any negligent act or omission on the part of the Consultant’s 
employees or other persons engaged in any of the work or services required to be provided 
herein, shall be the sole obligation and responsibility of the Consultant. 

 
6) OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS 

a) All designs, drawings, specifications, documents, reports and other work products prepared 
pursuant to this Agreement, shall become the property of the City upon payment to the 
Consultant of the fees set forth in this Agreement.  The City acknowledges the Consultant’s 
plans and specifications, including all documents on electronic media, as instruments of 
professional services. The plans and specifications prepared under this Agreement shall 
become the property of the City upon completion of the services and payment in full of all 
payment due to the Consultant.  The City may make or permit to be made any 
modifications to the plans and specifications without the prior written authorization of the 
Consultant. The City agrees to waive any claim against the Consultant arising from any 
unauthorized reuse of the plans and specifications, and to indemnify and hold the 
Consultant harmless from any claim, liability or cost arising or allegedly arising out of any 
reuse of the plans and specifications by the City or its agent not authorized by the 
Consultant. 

 
7) TERMINATION 

a) This Agreement may be terminated by either party upon thirty (30) days’ written notice, 
provided that neither party will terminate for cause without providing the other party written 
notice of the breach and a period of ten (10) days to cure. In the event this contract is 
terminated by the Consultant without cause, the City shall be entitled to reimbursement of 
costs occasioned by such termination by the Consultant. In the event the City terminates 
this Agreement, the City shall pay the Consultant for the work performed, which shall be an 
amount equal to the percentage of completion of the work as mutually agreed between the 
City and the Consultant. 
 

b) If any work covered by this Agreement shall be suspended or abandoned by the City before 
the Consultant has completed the assigned work, the Consultant shall be paid an amount 
equal to the costs incurred up to the date of termination or suspension as mutually agreed 
upon between the City and the Consultant. 

 
8) DISPUTE RESOLUTION 

a) The City and the Consultant agree to negotiate in good faith for a period of thirty (30) days 
from the date of notice of all disputes between them prior to exercising their rights under 
this Agreement, or under law. 

 
b) All disputes between the City and the Consultant not resolved by negotiation between the 

parties may be arbitrated only by mutual agreement of the City and the Consultant. If not 
mutually agreed to resolve the claim by arbitration, the claim will be resolved by legal 
action.  
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9) DEBARMENT CERTIFICATION 
a) The Consultant certifies that neither the Consultant nor its principals are presently 

debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded 
from participating in this contract by any federal or state department or agency. Further, the 
Consultant agrees not to enter into any arrangements or contracts related to completion of 
the work contemplated under this Agreement with any party that is on the “General Service 
Administration List of Parties Excluded from Federal Procurement or Non-procurement 
Programs” which can be found at:  
www.sam.gov and  
http://www.lni.wa.gov/TradesLicensing/PrevWage/AwardingAgencies/default.asp   

 
10) VENUE, APPLICABLE LAW AND PERSONAL JURISDICTION 

a) In the event that either party deems it necessary to initiate a legal action to enforce any 
right or obligation under this Agreement, the parties agree that any such action shall be 
initiated in the Superior Court of the State of Washington situated in Benton County. The 
parties agree that all questions shall be resolved by application of Washington law, and that 
the parties to such action shall have the right of appeal from such decision of the Superior 
Court in accordance with the laws of the State of Washington. The Consultant hereby 
consents to the personal jurisdiction of the Superior Court of the State of Washington 
situated in Benton County. 

 
11) ATTORNEY’S FEES 

a) The parties agree that should legal action be necessary to enforce any of the provisions 
of this Agreement, that the prevailing party will be awarded its reasonable attorney’s fees 
and costs in action, including costs and attorney’s fees on appeal if appeal is taken.  

 
12) INSURANCE 

a) Insurance Term 
The Consultant shall procure and maintain for the duration of the Agreement, insurance 
against claims for injuries to persons or damage to property which may arise from or in 
connection with the performance of the work hereunder by the Consultant, its agents, 
representatives, or employees. 
b) No Limitation 
The Consultant’s maintenance of insurance as required by the Agreement shall not be 
construed to limit the liability of the Consultant to the coverage provided by such insurance, 
or otherwise limit the Owner’s recourse to any remedy available at law or in equity. 
c) Minimum Scope of Insurance 
The Consultant shall obtain insurance of the types and coverage described below: 

1. Automobile Liability insurance covering all owned, non-owned, hired and leased 
vehicles.  Coverage shall be as least as broad as Insurance Services Office (ISO) 
form CA 00 01.

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2. Commercial General Liability insurance shall be at least as broad as ISO occurrence 

form CG 00 01 and shall cover liability arising from premises, operations, stop-gap 
independent contractors and personal injury and advertising injury.  The Owner shall 
be named as an additional insured under the Consultant’s Commercial General 
Liability insurance policy with respect to the work performed for the Owner using an 
additional insured endorsement at least as broad as ISO CG 20 26. 

3. Workers’ Compensation coverage as required by the Industrial Insurance laws of the 
State of Washington. 

4. Professional Liability insurance appropriate to the Consultant’s profession. 
d) Minimum Amounts of Insurance 
The Consultant shall maintain the following insurance limits: 

1. Automobile Liability insurance with a minimum combined single limit for bodily injury 
and property damage of $1,000,000 per accident. 

2. Commercial General Liability insurance shall be written with limits no less than 
$1,000,000 each occurrence, $2,000,000 general aggregate. 

3. Professional Liability insurance shall be written with limits no less than $1,000,000 
per claim and $1,000,000 policy aggregate limit. 

e) Other Insurance Provision 

The Consultant’s Automobile Liability and Commercial General Liability insurance policies 
are to contain, or be endorsed to contain that they shall be primary insurance as respect the 
Owner.  Any insurance, self-insurance, or self-insured pool coverage maintained by the 
Owner shall be excess of the Consultant’s insurance and shall not contribute with it. 
f) Acceptability of Insurers 
Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a current A.M. Best rating of not less than A:VII. 
g) Verification of Coverage 
The Consultant shall furnish the Owner with original certificates and a copy of the 
amendatory endorsements, including but not necessarily limited to the additional insured 
endorsement, evidencing the insurance requirements of the Consultant before the Owner 
shall issue a Notice to Proceed. 
h) Notice of Cancellation 
The Consultant shall provide the Owner with written notice of any policy cancellation within 
two business days of their receipt of such notice. 
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i) Failure to Maintain Insurance 
Failure on the part of the Consultant to maintain the insurance as required shall constitute a 
material breach of contract, upon which the Owner may, after giving five business days’ 
notice to the Consultant to correct the breach, immediately terminate the contract or, at its 
discretion, procure or renew such insurance and pay any and all premiums in connection 
therewith, with any sums so expended to be repaid to the Owner on demand, or at the sole 
discretion of the Owner, offset against funds due the Consultant from the Owner. 
j) Owner Full Availability of Consultant Limits 
If the Consultant maintains higher insurance limits than the minimums shown above, the 
Owner shall be insured for the full available limits of Commercial General  and Excess or 
Umbrella liability maintained by the Consultant, irrespective of whether such limits 
maintained by the Consultant are greater than those required by this contract or whether 
any certificate of insurance furnished to the Owner evidences limits of liability lower than 
those maintained by the Consultant. 

 
13) INDEMNIFICATION / HOLD HARMLESS  

a) Consultant shall defend, indemnify, and hold the City, its officers, officials, employees 
and volunteers harmless from any and all claims, injuries, damages, losses or suits 
including attorney fees, arising out of or resulting from the negligent or wrongful acts, 
errors or omissions of the Consultant or the Consultant’s employees or agents in 
performance of this Agreement, except for injuries and damages caused by the sole 
negligence of the City. 
 

b) Should a court of competent jurisdiction determine that this Agreement is subject to 
RCW 4.24.115, then, in the event of liability for damages arising out of bodily injury to 
persons or damages to property caused by or resulting from the concurrent negligence 
of the Consultant and the City, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers, the 
Consultant's liability, including the duty and cost to defend, shall be only to the extent of 
the Consultant's negligence. It is further specifically and expressly understood that the 
indemnification provided herein constitutes the Consultant's waiver of immunity under 
Industrial Insurance, Title 51 RCW, solely for the purposes of this indemnification. This 
waiver has been mutually negotiated by the parties. The provisions of this section shall 
survive the expiration or termination of this Agreement. 
 

14) STANDARD OF CARE 
a) The professional services will be furnished in accordance with the care and skill 

ordinarily used by members of the same profession practicing under similar conditions at 
the same time and in the same locality.  
 

15) SUCCESSORS OR ASSIGNS 
a) All of the terms, conditions and provisions hereof shall inure to the benefit of and be 

binding upon the parties hereto, and their respective successors and assigns; provided, 
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however, that no assignment of the Agreement shall be made without written consent of 
the parties to the Agreement. 
 

16) EQUAL OPPORTUNITY AGREEMENT 
a) The Consultant agrees that s/he will not discriminate against any employee or job 

applicants for work under this Agreement for reasons of race, sex, nationality, religious 
creed, sexual orientation, or any other protected class status. 
 

17) PARTIAL INVALIDITY 
a) Any provision of this Agreement which is found to be invalid or unenforceable shall be 

ineffective to the extent of such invalidity or unenforceability, and the invalidity or 
unenforceability of such provision shall not affect the validity or enforceability of the 
remaining provisions hereof. 

 
18) AMENDMENTS 

a) All amendments must be in writing and be approved and signed by both parties. 
 

19) CHANGE IN LAW 
a) The parties hereto agree that in the event legislation is enacted or regulations are 

promulgated, or a decision of court is rendered, or any interpretive policy or opinion of 
any governmental agency charged with the enforcement of any such law or regulation is 
published that affects or may affect the legality of this Agreement or any part thereof or 
that materially and adversely affects the ability of either party to perform its obligations or 
receive the benefits intended hereunder ("Adverse Change in Law"), then within fourteen 
(14) days following written notice by either party to the other party of such adverse 
change in law, the parties shall meet to negotiate in good faith an amendment which will 
carry out the original intention of the parties to the extent possible. If, despite good faith 
attempts, the parties cannot reach agreement upon an amendment within sixty (60) days 
after commencing negotiation, then this Agreement may be terminated by either party as 
of the earlier of: (i) the effective date of the adverse change in law, or (ii) the expiration of 
a period of sixty (60) days following written notice of termination provided by one party to 
the other. 
 

20) CONFIDENTIALITY 
a) In the course of performing under this Agreement, Consultant, including its employees, 

agents or representatives, may receive, be exposed to, or acquire confidential 
information. Confidential information may include, but is not limited to, patient 
information, contract terms, sensitive employee information, or proprietary data in any 
form, whether written, oral, or contained in any computer database or computer readable 
form. Consultant shall: i) not disclose confidential information except as permitted by this 
Agreement; (ii) only permit use of such confidential information by employees, agents 
and representatives having a need to know in connection with performance under this 
Agreement; and (iii) advise each of its employees, agents, and representatives of their 
obligations to keep such information confidential. 
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21) CHANGES OF WORK 
a) When required to do so, and without any additional compensation, the Consultant shall 

make such changes and revisions in the completed work of this Agreement as necessary 
to correct or revise any negligent errors, omissions, or other deficiencies in the design, 
drawings, specifications, reports, and other similar documents which the Consultant is 
responsible for preparing or furnishing under this Agreement. 
 

b) Should the City find it desirable for its own purposes to have previously satisfactorily 
completed work or parts thereof changed or revised, the Consultant shall make such 
revisions as directed by the City. This work shall be considered as Extra Work and will 
be paid for as herein provided under Section 22, Extra Work. 
 

22) EXTRA WORK 
a) The City may desire to have the Consultant perform work or render additional services 

within the general scope of this Agreement. Such work shall be considered as extra work 
and will be specified in a written supplement to this Agreement which will set forth the 
nature of the scope, schedule for additional work, additional fees and the method of 
payment. Work under a supplemental Agreement shall not proceed until authorized in 
writing by the City. 
 

23) PUBLIC DISCLOSURE 
a) The parties to this Agreement understand and acknowledge that the City is subject to the 

Public Records Act, RCW 42.56 et seq. If the City receives a public records request for 
this agreement and/or for documents and/or materials provided to the City under this 
agreement, generally such information will be a public record and must be disclosed to the 
public records requester. However, the City agrees to notify the Consultant if it receives 
such a public records request and the date the City plans to release the records. If the 
Consultant fails to obtain a protective order from the applicable court prior to the time the 
City releases the records to the public records requester, the Consultant shall be deemed 
to have given the City full authority to release the records on the date specified, and the 
Consultant understands it has thereby given up all rights to challenge the disclosure in any 
forum. 
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This Agreement may be executed in two or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed 
an original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the same instrument.  This 
Agreement may be delivered by facsimile or other electronic means and those signatures shall 
be treated as original signatures for all applicable purposes.  The person signing this Agreement 
for Consultant represents that he or she has full and proper authority to do so and to bind the 
party which they are representing.  This Agreement will become binding on the date of last 
execution hereon:

SCOPE OF SERVICES 
Background 
In 2019, the City of Kennewick (City) completed a Water Treatment Plant (WTP) condition 
assessment that primarily focused on the evaluation of critical operating assets and identifying 
their anticipated remaining useful life. The City desires to move forward with renewal/upgrade of 
capital components identified within the condition assessment. The condition assessment also 
evaluated existing production capacity and provided upgrade options that would enhance 
production capacity. The City has identified the need to provide additional treatment capacity in 
approximately 2024.  Listed below are the items to be addressed as part of this Scope of 
Services: 

• Evaluation and replacement of existing membrane units near end of warranty life 
• Evaluation of upstream and downstream pump equipment capacity (low lift, filtrate, and 

high service) 
• Membrane filter cell coatings replacement 
• Sodium hypochlorite (SH) bulk storage tankage replacement 
• SH feed pump optimization 
• Citric acid and SH clean in place tankage replacement 
• Sodium permanganate storage and feed system replacement 
• Sodium bisulfate system replacement 
• Addition of a sedimentation basin catwalk for improved maintenance of plate settlers 
• Replace the heating, ventilation and air conditioning unit in the central chemical storage 

area. 
• Intake structure roof replacement 
• Filter gallery piping recoating 
• Plant discharge surge tank upsize and relocation 

 
The City intends to utilize consulting engineering services to complete and deliver the project in 
the following four task execution areas: 

• Task 100 – Preliminary Engineering 

• Task 200 – Detailed Design 

• Task 300 – Bid Support 

• Task 400 – Construction Support Services  
This scope of services includes the first of the four tasks (Task 100) presented, as provided by 
their consulting engineer (HDR).  The subsequent tasks will be scoped in separate contract 
amendments at the discretion of the City. 

General Scope 
HDR will provide professional services to the City to perform engineering and design services to 
complete Task 100 preliminary design documents for the capacity increase and miscellaneous 
upgrades for the WTP.  
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General Assumptions 
The following general assumptions are common to each task under this scope of work unless 
stated otherwise: 

• City staff will review and submit one set of consolidated and reconciled comments on 
submittals transmitted by HDR within two weeks of the date of transmittal. 

• Unless noted otherwise, final submittals identified in the following task descriptions will 
be electronic submittals in PDF format transmitted via email or HDR file transfer 
application. 

• The City will provide survey information, as needed, for specific design requirements. No 
additional surveying services are included in this scope of services. 

• Existing geotechnical data will be used, as required, for specific design requirements.  
No additional geotechnical services are included in this scope of services. 

• Field investigation efforts for each task identified will be combined and completed during 
one (1) eight-hour workday by up to two (2) HDR staff. 

• Activities that require in person interactions including, but not limited to, site visits and 
meetings, shall follow the health and safety protocols and regulations for COVID-19 at 
the time of the event. 

• The opinions of probable project cost or probable construction cost (OPCC) provided by 
HDR are made on the basis of information available to HDR and on the basis of HDR's 
experience and qualifications and represents its judgment as an experienced and 
qualified professional engineer.  However, since HDR has no control over the cost of 
labor, materials, equipment or services furnished by others, or over the contractor(s') 
methods of determining prices, or over competitive bidding or market conditions, HDR 
does not guarantee that proposals, bids or actual project or construction cost will not 
vary from opinions of probable cost HDR prepares. 

• Each OPCC prepared for this project will have a range of accuracy based upon

• Drawings created for each of the defined TM deliverables will be included as part of the 
30% design drawings defined in this scope. Each drawing will require ten (10) hours to 
produce.

Task 100  Preliminary Design 
Objective 
HDR will provide the City with professional services to review, investigate and develop a 
preliminary design engineering package to serve as the basis for the Final Design efforts and 
subsequent tasks. The preliminary design task will produce a Basis of Design Report (BODR) 
and 30% design drawings. HDR will develop and deliver the project Preliminary Design with the 
sub-tasks defined in this scope of work.

Summary
At the request of council staff has prepared a resolution opposing the imposition of a local income tax in Kennewick.  There are
no cities in Washington currently imposing a local option income tax as it is believed to be an illegal tax under Washington law.
However, the recent case of Kunath v. City of Seattle, 10 Wash.App.2d 205 (2019) has called that assumption into question.
The City of Seattle in 2017 enacted a graduated income tax on high-income residents within its municipal boundaries.  Several
lawsuits were filed to enjoin enforcement of the ordinance.  The Superior court granted summary judgment to the tax
opponents.  The City of Seattle appealed to the Division I Court of Appeals who held that such a tax when selectively applied
was unconstitutional.  Although the court overturned Seattle’s income tax, as a part of its analysis the court concluded that
cities had the authority to adopt a property tax on income per RCW 35.22.280 but that it must be uniformly applied per Article
VII, § 1 of the Washington State Constitution.  The Washington State Supreme Court denied the request for appeal of the
Kunath decision; as a result this ruling stands at this time.  In response to this case, several cities have taken action to show
their opposition to a local income tax – City of Spokane, Spokane Valley, City of Battle Ground, and Granger.

Resolution 21-10 is modeled after the resolutions passed by the City of Battle Ground and Spokane Valley.  A resolution does
not have the effect of law but serves as a collective statement or declaration of council on a particular issue.

WHEREAS, Article VII, § 1 of the Washington State Constitution establishes the basic 
framework for taxation in the state of Washington, including what shall be permitted as a tax; 
and 
 
WHEREAS, after the City of Seattle attempted to enact an income tax on certain individuals 
applicable within its municipal boundaries, the Washington State Court of Appeals, Division I 
ruled that such a tax, when selectively applied, was unconstitutional and invalid.  Kunath v. City 
of Seattle, 10 Wash.App. 2d 205 (Div. I 2019); and 
 
WHEREAS, certain language in the Kunath ruling has caused discussion in various communities 
across Washington as to whether cities have authority to impose a local income tax, which is 
legally considered a tax on property; and  
 
WHEREAS, the Washington State Supreme Court denied the request for appeal of the Kunath 
case such that the ruling stands at this time; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City Council wants to declare its position regarding the potential for cities to 
impose a local income tax on its residents and businesses; and  
 
WHEREAS, businesses large and small provide the economic lifeblood in our City, the region, 
state and country; and 
 
WHEREAS, businesses are already subject to a highly regressive business and occupation tax 
imposed by the state of Washington.  Although many cities across the state additionally impose a 
local business and occupation tax, the Kennewick City Council has deliberately chosen not to, 
electing to create a regulatory and taxing climate based on opportunity for businesses to operate 
in; and  
 
WHEREAS, the City Council knows that a strong and encouraging business climate is one of the 
best ways to attract and retain good businesses to employ people in family wage jobs; and  
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WHEREAS, use of a local income tax may generate additional revenue in the short term, but 
would most likely result in less long-term revenue due to the dampening effect it would have on 
our businesses; and 
 
NOW THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF KENNEWICK, 
WASHINGTON, HEREBY DECLARES RESOLVES as follows: 
 
Section 1.  The City Council hereby declares that a local income tax would be in direct conflict 
with the high value the City places on promoting economic development through the attraction 
and expansion of financially healthy, family-wage paying employers.  Small businesses are the 
backbone of our local, regional, state, and national economy and it is imperative that the City not 
put unnecessary hurdles in the way of their success.  As such, the Kennewick City Council 
prohibits the imposition of a local income tax in the event a local income tax is determined legal 
and permissible by the Washington State Supreme Court or the Washington State Legislature. 

 
Section 2.  Effective date.  This Resolution shall be effective upon adoption.

Background and Overview 
This property has been in the City of Kennewick’s Urban Growth Boundary since 1996. The portion of 
the annexation area located north and east of Bob Olson Pkwy. has been a working orchard. The 
remainder of the annexation area is vacant unused ground. The area has rolling topography with Coyote 
Canyon running from the south along the western edge of the annexation area. The lower extremities of 
Thompson Hill lie in the northern portion of the annexation area. 
 
Urban growth 
The annexation area lies within Kennewick’s Urban Growth Area (UGA).  The Growth Management Act 
established UGAs with the intent that future growth within cities be directed to areas where urban 
services are available or easily extended.  UGAs are typically established adjacent to existing urban 
development.  The existing land use designation for the annexation area is Low Density Residential and 
Medium Density Residential.  
 
Zoning 
This area was originally pre-zoned Agriculture by Resolution 77-14 and Resolution 85-66. It was more 
recently pre-zoned Residential, Low Density (RL) and Residential, Medium Density (RM) by Ordinance 
5385 which tied land use designations, zoning and pre-zoning to parcel lines based on the Southridge 
Subarea Plan.  Upon annexation the RL and RM zoning will be implemented based on Ordinance 5385 
and as depicted in Exhibit 5. 
 
Utilities 
This area has City water and sewer bisecting the annexation area in Bob Olson Pkwy. Additional services 
exist at the end of S. Montana St. as well as in W. 15th Pl.  A waterline also passes through the 
annexation area from the Thompson Hill reservoir to the existing subdivision of the Ridge at Hansen 
Park located south of W. 10th Ave. There is capacity to provide water and sewer services to the 
annexation area and accommodate future development. 
 
Findings 

1. The annexation area lies entirely within the urban growth area. 
2. Upon annexation, assumption of existing City indebtedness will be required the property 

owners within the annexation area. 
3. The zoning for the annexation area will be Residential, Low Density (RL) and Residential, 

Medium Density (RM). 
4. Access to the area is from Bob Olson Pkwy, W. 15th Pl. and S. Montana St. 
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5. Water and Sewer services exist in the annexation area. There is capacity to serve future 
development in the annexation area with both water and sewer. 

6. Benton County #1 is currently the first responder to this area for fire and emergency medical 
services.  Kennewick Fire Department provides backup.  Should the area be annexed, Kennewick 
Fire Department will take the role as the first responder to the area for fire and medical services. 

7. Benton County Sheriff is currently the first responder to this area. Kennewick Police Department 
currently provides backup.  Should the area be annexed, Kennewick Police Department would 
be the first responder with Benton County Sheriff providing backup when needed. 

8. The 60% petition was received on June 16, 2021. 
9. A request for a determination of sufficiency was mailed to the Benton County Assessor on June 

21, 2021. The determination of sufficiency was issued July 13, 2021. 
10. Notice of the public hearing for this annexation was posted on August 6, 2021 in 3 locations in 

the annexation area as required by RCW 35A.14.130. Two were posted along Bob Olson Pkwy 
and one was posted at the end of S. Montana St. where it terminates at the boundary of the 
annexation area. 

11. Notice of the public hearing for this annexation was published in the Tri-City Herald on August 
20, 2021 as required by RCW 35A.14.130. 

12. Notices were mailed to the Benton County Treasurer, Benton County Assessor, Benton County 
Fire District #1 and appropriate utilities on June 22, 2021 as required by RCW 35A.14.801.
