Staff is proposing changes to several sections of Kennewick Municipal Code, including:

KMC 17.10.260, 17.12.055 and 17.13.095 - These proposed changes establish consistent construction requirements for final
approvals of long plats, binding site plans and short plats.  They also provide flexibility to encourage streets to be paved in
warmer weather months, by establishing the ability to bond for paving after October 1.

KMC 14.07.020 - This proposed change allows approval of  connections to public water outside the City limits by the Public
Works Director, instead of the extra step of receiving Council approval.

KMC 14.10 - This proposed change requires extension of domestic water lines along the whole frontage of properties as they
develop.  Proposed code mirrors City of Richland code.

KMC 14.22 - This proposed change requires extension of sewer lines along the whole frontage of properties as they develop.
Proposed code mirrors City of Richland code.

Title 17 changes have received a public hearing and been recommended for approval to the Council by the Planning
Commission on August 2.

Title 14 changes do not require Planning Commission review.

All KMC proposed changes were vetted to the development community in the April 21 Developers Forum online meeting, and
have been since on the Public Works website soliciting comments.  None have been received to date.

It is staff's intent to bring these code revisions to the Council for adoption, subsequent to feedback from this workshop.

SUMMARY OF AMENDMENTS

 Proposed amendments provide:

 Clarification of the code

 Consistent treatment of Long Plats, Short Plats and 
Binding Site Plans

 Introduce flexibility to encourage paving streets in 
warmer weather

 Allows bonding for pavement, sidewalks, 
landscaping and similar improvements

 Removes ability to bond entire long plat 
improvements, avoiding issues with “paper plats”



PROPOSED CHANGES

 Applies consistent policy treatment of 
construction improvements (prior to final 
approval) for:
 17.10.260 Long Plats (>/= 10 lots)
 17.12.055 Binding Site Plans
 17.13.095 Short Plats (<10 lots)

 Allows bonding for pavement, sidewalks, 
landscaping and similar improvements

SUMMARY OF AMENDMENTS

 Proposed amendments provide:

 Consistent treatment of Water & Sewer extensions 
along property frontages

 Encourages future development of adjacent 
properties

 Eliminates damage to new street improvements

 Increases efficiency to obtain Outside Utility 
Agreements in UGA



PROPOSED CHANGES

 Water and Sewer Extensions required along 
full property frontage being developed

 Adopt same code language as Richland

 Outside Utility Agreements to extend water 
and sewer outside of City limits in UGA to be 
approved by Public Works Director

OUAs are routine, but time consuming to schedule on Council agendas – should be approved at PW Director level.



EXAMPLE

Explain that while Parcel A can serve its property with the green sewer extension, it has to improve the road along its entire property, and Parcel B should not have to rip up the road and put in the pink extension – on top of doing the own frontage.

 Cameras are used exclusively for 
approaching vehicle detection 
and signal timing

 Old cameras are becoming obsolete 
with no parts available for maintenance

 We are in the process of updating our camera systems and two 
intersections have been completed so far.

 Process is gradual, cost per intersection (4 cameras) is approx. 
$25,000

 Total cost of the program $1.5 Million. Based on current budget 
level, (we will replace three intersection per budget cycle), It will 
take approx. 10 years to replace all the cameras.

Street Lighting System 

 Maintain more than 
6,700 street lights. More 
are being added each day, via land      

development and city projects.
 We are in the process of replacing the 

existing luminaires with more efficient 
LED heads

 In 2020 we experienced 37 poles 
knockdown which required 251 work 
hours to fix



Traffic Signal Battery Backup System
 Last three years we installed power 

backup system at 20 intersections
 Additional 13 intersections are slated 

for power backup installation, as funds 
become available

 We also own 8 portable generators
 Main benefit of the Power Backup Program:

Able to maintain signal
operational for a few hours in
case of power failure.

 Cost per traffic signal location
$7,000
